S. GEOLOGICAL SURVEY; providing an effective date.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 of $15,000 from the Environmental Protection Board Trust Fund is to provide funding for the continued sampling by the U. S. Geological Survey of water from various local wells which have been identified as chloride sensitive so as to provide the staff of the Environmental Quality Division with data to determine the safe levels of chlorides in the City’s primary source of potable water and to assess water shortage conditions and determine whether the Floridan aquifer in this area is overstressed, as initiated by B.T. 07-128.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2007-2008.
Section 4.

Joint Funding Agreement Approved.
For the purposes set forth in this ordinance, there is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute on behalf of the City of Jacksonville (City), a Joint Funding Agreement between the City, JEA and the U. S. Geological Survey in substantially the form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
