ORDINANCE 2007-460
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 102 (AUDITING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE, GOVERNMENTAL AUDITS AND THE CONSTITUTIONAL OFFICERS (CLERK OF COURT, PROPERTY APPRAISER, SHERIFF, SUPERVISOR OF ELECTIONS, AND THE TAX COLLECTOR); AMENDING CHAPTER 102 TO CREATE A NEW SECTION 102.118 (AUDITS OF CONSOLIDATED GOVERNMENT CONSTITUTIONAL OFFICERS’ AGENCIES; DISCUSSION WITH CONSTITUTIONAL OFFICERS; WRITTEN REPLY BY CONSTITUTIONAL OFFICERS), TO OBLIGATE THE COUNCIL AUDITOR TO AUDIT EACH SUCH OFFICE ONCE EVERY FIVE YEARS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Chapter 102 (Auditing Regulations) amended to create a new Section 102.118 (Audits of Consolidated Government Constitutional Officers’ agencies; discussion with Constitutional Officers; written reply by Constitutional Officers).  Chapter 102 (Auditing Regulations) is amended to create a new Section 102.118 (Audits of Consolidated Government Constitutional Officers’ agencies; discussion with Constitutional Officers; written reply by Constitutional Officers) to read as follows:
CHAPTER 102.  AUDITING REGULATIONS

Sec. 102.118. Audits of Consolidated Government Constitutional Officers’ agencies; discussion with Constitutional Officers; written reply by Constitutional Officers. 

The offices of the Clerk of Court, Property Appraiser, Sheriff, Supervisor of Elections, and the Tax Collector shall be audited by the Council Auditor's Office no less than once every five years. When an audit is performed under this Section, the auditor shall discuss with the Constitutional Officer so audited, or his designee, all of the auditor's comments which may be included in the audit report. The Constitutional Officer's written response concerning the auditor's comments, including corrective action to be taken, shall be filed with the Council Auditor's Office within 20 days of the delivery of the draft audit report.

Section 2.
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
