ORDINANCE 2007-467
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND ADOPTING THE IVEY ROAD PARK MASTER PLAN; REQUIRING THAT ALL DEVELOPMENT, REDEVELOPMENT AND USES WITHIN THE PARK ARE CONSISTENT WITH THE PLAN; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD A COPY OF THIS ORDINANCE, ONCE ENACTED, TO THE DIRECTOR OF THE PARKS, RECREATION, ENTERTAINMENT, AND CONSERVATION DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville acquired a 14-acre site off of Southside Boulevard located at 9000 Ivey Road for recreational purposes; and


WHEREAS, the City determined that a Master Plan would be the most effective tool for determining appropriate uses and structures within the park; and


WHEREAS, the goal of this Master Plan is to provide a coherent, efficient and safe place for the park’s many users to enjoy both passive and active recreation in this area of Jacksonville, and the Master Plan provides a guideline for the long-range development and ultimate build-out of the park; and 


WHEREAS, the Master Plan has been reviewed and approved by the City’s Department of Parks, Recreation, Entertainment, and Conservation and the Council Member for City Council District 2; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and Adoption of Ivey Road Park Master Plan.  The Ivey Road Park Master Plan dated February 2, 2007, and attached hereto as Exhibit 1 is hereby approved and adopted as the Master Plan for this park.


Section 2.

Development, Redevelopment and Uses Consistent with the Master Plan.  All development, redevelopment, uses and structures within the Ivey Road Park, including all buildings, fields, restrooms, parking areas, play areas, retention areas, picnic pavilions, walking trails, maintenance and security facilities, transportation improvements and buffer areas, shall be substantially in accordance with the Master Plan.  Development, redevelopment, uses and structures within this park which are not substantially in accordance with the Master Plan shall not be permitted, unless the proposed revision or change qualifies as a minor modification to the Master Plan, as defined below, until such time as the Master Plan is amended pursuant to the enactment of an ordinance by the City Council, subsequent to an advertised public hearing and reasonable notice thereof to the affected citizens of District 2.


Section 3.

Minor Modifications to Master Plan Permitted.  Minor modifications to the Ivey Road Park Master Plan may be authorized by the Director of Parks, Recreation, Entertainment and Conservation when the proposed change meets all of the following criteria: 

(a) 
the buffer area remains the same size and in the same location; and

(b) 
driveways and roads remain in the same general location and the proposed change does not significantly alter the general distribution of traffic, including parking, either into or throughout the park; and

(c) 
the general location of buildings and areas designated for specific uses or structures remains the same; and

(d) 
the same public rights are maintained; and 

(e)
the same percentages of active and passive recreational uses are maintained, and the uses shown in the Master Plan remain the same.  

No minor modification shall be permitted or become effective until thirty (30) days after the change is specified in writing by the Director, with a copy to the District 2 Council Member.

Section 4.

The Legislative Services Division is hereby directed to forward a copy of this ordinance, once enacted, to the Director of the Department of Parks, Recreation, Entertainment, and Conservation.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
