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LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2007-490:

(1) On page 4, line 6, strike “February 16.” and insert “May 30,”; and

(2) On page 4, line 6, strike “February” and insert “June 19”; and 

(3) On page 4, line 11, before “Exhibit 3” insert “Revised”; and

(4) On page 4, line 12 ½ insert a new Section 4 to read as follows:

“Section 4.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum, dated May 2, 2007, and the Transportation Planning Division memorandum, dated May 10, 2007, or as mutually agreeable to the Traffic Engineering Division, the Planning and Development Department and the developer.  The reference in the Transportation Planning Division memorandum to the requirement to enter into a fair share agreement shall be deleted.

(b) The developer shall provide a minimum one acre common area which integrated and may be adjacent to each Town Center.

(c) The property will be developed per the spirit and intent of the North Jacksonville Vision and Master Plan and the Jacksonville Design Guidelines and Best Practices Handbook (Suburban Development Area)(1.1.3h, 1.1.3i, 1.1.3j, 1.1.3k, 1.1.3l, 1.1.3m, 1.1.6, 1.1.7, 1.1.8, 1.1.13, 1.1.14, 1.1.16a, 1.1.16b, 1.1.1.16e, 1.1.16f, 1.1.16i, 1.1.16j, 1.1.16k and 1.1.16l.

(d) Prior to approval of substantial compliance of the PUD, a pedestrian circulation plan and a lighting plan (for commercial uses only) which includes fixtures, pole heights and a photometric plan shall be submitted to the Planning and Development Department for review and approvals.

(e) Lot coverage for single family dwellings shall be a maximum of 50% and the minimum lot depth shall be 100 feet.  For lots between 40 to 49 feet wide, garages shall be either accessed from an alley or the rear of the lot or provided through shared access.  Garage locations shall be in the rear of the property or five foot recessed from the front building restriction line.  Lots 50 to 60 feet wide, garages shall be recessed five feet from the front building restriction line.  The front building restriction line may be reduced to 15 feet where a covered front porch is attached to the dwelling.

(f) An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages including liquor, beer or wine for on-premises consumption or off-premises consumption or both, including permanent or restricted outside sale and service, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4 of the City Zoning Code and service garages for minor repairs and stand alone car wash may only be granted via a Zoning Exception.  Filling stations with car washes and convenience stores are permitted, however, they shall not directly abut residential uses.  Bona fide restaurants which include the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages including liquor, beer or wine for on-premises consumption or off-premises consumption or both, including permanent or restricted outside sale and service, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4 of the City Zoning Code are permitted.

  (g)(1) For any proposed subdivision (as defined in Chapter 654, Ordinance Code) located all or partially within the Firing Range Zone noted on Exhibit 3106, which proposed subdivision is required to meet the platting requirements set forth in Chapter 654, Ordinance Code, the plat for such subdivision shall include in a prominent place the following statement: ‘NOTICE: Individual lots may be located in a Firing Range Zone and may be subject to increased noise levels associated with the Firing range.’  Additionally, a separate note shall indicate which lots are located within the Firing Range Zone, and such lots shall be annotated with a reference to the paragraph of the note which indicates that fact Additionally, the covenants and restrictions for any subdivision subject to the provisions hereof shall contain the aforementioned statement and shall identify which lots within said subdivision are in the Firing Range Zone.

  (2) If (g)(1) does not apply, for any new proposed residential use within the Firing Range Zone, a Firing Range Zone Acknowledgment, in substantially the format below, shall be executed by the owner of the property upon which such proposed residential use is being constructed and shall be recorded in the public records of Duval County, Florida prior to issuance of building permits for multi-family uses or residential uses that are not subject to a final plat or subdivision.
