Section 2.

Ordinance 2006-789-E, being the 2006-2011 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended for the project entitled “Ivey Road Park”.  This project is described in Exhibit 2, attached hereto and shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2006-789-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2006-789-E is continued in full force and effect for the 2006-2007 fiscal year.

The Architect shall neither have control over or charge of, nor be responsible for, the construction means, methods,
techniques, sequences or procedures, or for safety precautions and programs in connection with the Work, since these are
solely the Contractor's rights and responsibilities under the Contract Documents,

The Architect shall have authority to reject Work that does not conform to the Contract Documents.

The Architect shall review and approve or take other appropriate action upon the Contractor's submittals such as Shop
Drawings, Product Data and Samples, but only for the limited purpose of checking for conformance with information given and
the design concept expressed in the Contract Documents. The Architect's action shall be taken with such reasonable
promptness as to cause no delay in the Work or in the activities of the Owner/Client, Contractor or separate contractors, while
allowing sufficient time in the Architect's professional judgment to permit adequate review. Review of such submittals is not
conducted for the purpose of determining the accuracy and completeness of other details such as dimensions and quantities, or
for substantiating instructions for instalfation or performance of equipment or systems, all of which remain the responsibility of
the Contractor as required by the Contract Documents. The Architect's review shall not constitute approval of safety precautions
or, unless otherwise specifically stated by the Architect, of any construction means, methods, techniques, sequences or
procedures. The Architect's approval of a specific item shali not indicate approval of an assembly of which the item is a
component.

interpretations and decisions of the Architect shall be consistent with the intent of and reasonably inferable from the Contract
Documents and shall be in writing or in the form of drawings. When making such interpretations and initial decisions, the
Architect shall endeavor to secure faithful performance by both Owner/Client and Contractor, shall not show partiality to either,
and shall not be liable for resuits of interpretations or decisions so rendered in good faith.

The Architect shall render initial decisions on claims, disputes or other matters in question between the Owner/Client and
Contractor as provided in the Contract Documents. However, the Architect's decisions on matters relating to aesthetic effect .
shall be final if consistent with the intent expressed in the Gontract Documents. :

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement or when direct communications have been specially authorized, the
Owner/Client shall endeavor to communicate with the Contractor through the Architect about matters arising out of or relating
to the Contract Documents. Communications by and with the Architect's consuitants shall be through the Architect.
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USE OF ARCHITECT'S INSTRUMENTS OF SERVICE

Drawings, specifications and other documents, including those in electronic form, prepared by the Architect and the Architect's
consultants are Instruments of Service for use solely with respect to this Project. The Architect and the Architect’s consultants
shall be deemed the authors and Owner/Clients of their respective Instruments of Service and shall retain all common law,
statutory and other reserved rights, including copyrights.

TERMINATION OR SUSPENSION

if the Owner/Client fails to make payments to the Architect in accordance with this Agreement, such failure shall be considered
substantial nonperformance and cause for termination or, at the Architect's option, cause for suspension of performance of
services under this Agreement. If the Architect elects to suspend services, prior to suspension of services, the Architect shall
give seven days' written notice to the Owner/Client. In the event of a suspension of services, the Architect shall have no liability
to the Owner/Client for delay or damage caused the Owner/Client because of such suspension of services. Before resuming
services, the Architect shall be paid all sums due prior to suspension and any expenses incurred in the interruption and
resumption of the Architect's services. The Architect's fees for the remaining services and the time schedules shall be equitably
adjusted.

This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon not less than seven days' written notice should the other party fail
substantially to perform in accordance with the terms of this Agreement through no fault of the party initiating the termination.

This Agreement may be terminated by the Owner/Client upon not less than seven days’ written notice to the Architect for the
Owner's convenience and without cause.

In the event of termination not the fault of the Architect, the Architect shall be compensated for services performed prior to
termination, together with Reimbursable Expenses then due and all Termination Expenses. Termination Expenses are in
addition to compensation for the services of the Agreement and include expenses directly attributable to termination for which
the Architect is not otherwise compensated, plus an amount for the Architect's anticipated profit on the value of the services not
performed by the Architect.

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

This Agreement shall be governed by the faw of the State of Florida. This Agreement will not be assigned or transferred in
whole or in part by the Owner/Client.

Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, the Architect and Architect's consultants shail have no responsibility for the
discovery, presence, handling, removal or disposal of or exposure of persons to hazardous materials or toxic substances in any
form at the Project site.
