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ORDINANCE 2007-510
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.21( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 3 ON the north side of ATLANTIC BOULEVARD east of SAN PABLO ROAD (R.E. NO. 167156-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY atlantic land trust, llc, FROM ccg-1 (commercial community/general-1) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE rpm automotive - atlantic PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Atlantic Land Trust, LLC, the owner of approximately 1.21( acres located in Council District 3 on the north side of Atlantic Boulevard, east of San Pablo Road Waterway (R.E. No. 167156-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated March 2007 and written description dated March 22, 2007 for the RPM Automotive - Atlantic PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

Section 3.

L DESCRIPTION OF PLANS

Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 1.21 acres to Planned Unit Development (PUD) to allow for the
development of a project known as Atlantic/San Pablo PUD. The parcel shall allow for commercial uses. The
parcel is located on the north side of Atlantic Boulevard between San Pablo Road and the Intracoastal Waterway.

IL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT USE RESTRICTIONS

The site shall be developed for commercial uses consistent with the current CCG-1 zoning category and shall also contain on-
site parking as shown on the conceptual site plan.

A. PERMITTED USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The existing Comprehensive Plan designation for this. property is CGC. The current zoning' is CCG-1. The
purpose of the application for PUD approval is to allow for a use of the property that is consistent with the CGC
category of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

1. Permitted Uses
The permitted commercial uses on the site shall be as follows:
(a) Perminted uses and structures

)] Retail outlets for sale of food and drugs, wearing apparel, toys, sundries and notions, books and stationery,
leather goods and luggage, jewelry (including watch repair) art, cameras or photographic supplies
(including camera repair), sporting goods, hobby shops and pet shops (but not animal boarding kennels),
musical instruments, florist or shops, delicatessens, bakeries (but not wholesale bakeries), home furnishings
and appliances (including repair incidental to sales), office equipment or furniture, antiques, hardware, new
automobile parts (including rebuilt parts not installation, repair or rebuilding of parts) and accessories and
similar uses.

) Service establishments such as barber or beauty shops, shoe repair shops, restaurants, interior decorators,
reducing salons or gymnasiums, self-service laundries or dry cleaners, tailors or dressmakers, laundries or
dry cleaning pickup stations, dry cleaning and laundry package plants in completely enclosed buildings
using nonflammable liquids such as perchioroethylene and with no odor, fumes or steam detectable to
normal senses from off the premises, radio and television broadcasting offices and studios, communication
antennas, communication towers, funeral homes, blueprinting, job printing (but not newspaper), radio and
television repair shops, travel agencies, employment offices, home equipment rental and similar uses.
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Banks (including drlve thru tellers), loan companies, mortgage brokers, stockbrokers and similar financial
institutions.

All types of professional and business offices, newspaper offices (but not pnntmg) employment offices
and similar uses.

Hotels and motels.

Commercial indoor recreational or entertainment facilities such as bowling alleys, swimming pools, indoor
skating rinks and similar uses (but not dance halls).

Art galleries, museums, community centers, dance, art or music studios, vocational, trade or business-
schools.and similar uses.

Day care centers or care centers meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in
Part 4.

Off-street commercial parking lots meeting the performance standards and criteria set forth in Part 4.

An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of beer or wine for off-premises
consumption or for on-premises conjunction with the service of food which is ordered from a menu and
prepared or served for pay for consumption on-premises.

Retail plant nurseries (including outside dispiay but not landscape contractors requmng heavy eqmpment or
vehicles in excess of one-ton capacity). _

Express or parcel delivery offices, telephone exchargzes, motor bus or other transportation terminals but not
freight or truck terminals) and similar uses.

Veterinarians subject to the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.
Personal property storage establishments.

Retail outlets for the sale of used wearing apparel, toys, books, luggage, jewelry, cameras, sporting goods,
home furnishings and appliances, furniture and similar uses.

Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio, television and electric, meeting the
performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Churches, including a rectory or similar use.

Outside retail sales of holiday items, subject to the performance standards and development criteria
set forth in Part 4. :

Wholesaling or distributorship businesses located within a retail shopping center (but not on an out-parcel -
or within a stand alone structure), provided that such use is iimited to thirty percent of the total gross square
footage of the retail shopping center of which the wholesaling use or activity is a part, and further provided
there is no warehousing or storage of products not directly assocnated with the wholesalmg or -
distributorship business located on the premises.

Restaurants with the outside sale and service of food meeting the performance standards and development
criteria set forth in Part 4. :

An establishment or facility which includes the retai! sale and service of all alcoholic beverages including
liquor, beer or wine for on-premises consumption or off-premises consumption or both, including
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permanent or restricted outside sale and service, meeting the performance standards and development
criteria set forth in Part 4.

(22) Service stations, service garages for repairs and car washer.

2. Minimum Lot and Building Requirements.

The site center shall be subject to the minimum lot requirements, lot coverage, yard requirements and height restrictions of
the CCG-1 zoning category. , .

3. Parking Requirements.

Parking and loading requirements of the City of Jacksonville, as set forth in the current Zoning Code for the CCG-1 Zoning
District, shall apply.

4, Access, Internal and External Road Activities.

Access, internal and external road activities and other traffic approvals shall be subject to the City of Jacksonville through the
subdivision permitting and site review permitting processes. The final design of the access locations, internal and external
road activities and traffic matters shall be subject to the review and approval of the Planning Department at the time of site

plan approval.

B. DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

1. Retention

Stormwater retention/detention system shall be designed and constructed in accordance with the requirements of
the City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water Management District.

2. Site Lighting

Any and all forms of exterior lighting or interior parking llghtmg in commercial areas shall be designed and
installed to localize illumination onto the property, and to minimize unreasonable interference or impact on any
non-commercial adjacent property inside or outside of the PUD.

3. Qutside Speakers

No outside speakers shall be permitted.
C. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGN GUIDELINES

1. Tree Protection and Landscape Buffers

The requirements of the City of Jacksonville Code 656 Part 12 shall apply; however, landscaping may be
relocated to provide for efficient development of the site as approved by the Planning and Development

Department.

2. Signage

The number, location, height and size of signage on the property shall be in accordance with the Sign Ordinance
of the City of Jacksonville for the current CCG-1 Zoning District.
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D. SUCCESSORS IN TITLE
All successors in title to the property, or any portion of the property, shall be bound to the conditions of this PUD.
E. EXTERNAL COMPATIBILITY

1. Uses on or Near the Perimeter of the PUD

The zoning of all adjoining lands is RR to the north. The zoning of adjoining lands to the east and west, and
across Atlantic Boulevard to the south is CCG-1. The general area is developed into commercial uses. The
development shall provide adequate buffers to accommodate adjoining incompatible uses, including all buffers as
required by Part 12.

G. INTENSITY OF DEVELOPMENT
1. Proposed Use
The proposed PUD is a commercial mixed use center.

2. Availability of Utility Services

All utilities are available for the proposed PUD."

3. Access 10 and Suitability of Tra_nsportation Arteries

The proposed PUD is located on Atlantic Boulevard which is a main transponatton artery.
