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ORDINANCE 2007-514
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.07( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2 ON st. johns bluff road BETWEEN craig industrial drive AND oak crest drive (R.E. NO(s). 161785-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY the City of jacksonville, FROM ibp-1 (industrial business park-1) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit public uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE fleet management expansion PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville, the owner of approximately 1.07( acres located in Council District 2 on St. Johns Bluff Road between Craig Industrial Drive and Oak Crest Drive (R.E. No. 161785-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from IBP-1 (Industrial Business Park-1) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from IBP-1 (Industrial Business Park-1) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated April 10, 2007 and written description dated March 7, 2007 for the Fleet Management Expansion PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit public uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by the City of Jacksonville and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Sam Houston, Chief, Fleet Management, 2581 Commonwealth Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32254-2013; (904) 381-8263.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The City of Jacksonville intends to rezone a 1.03+ acre parcel (RE 161785 0000) on St. Johns
Bluff Road from IBP-1 to PUD for the purpose of expanding the existing facility for Fleet
Management.

II. USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A. Uses:
1. Permitted uses in the Public Buildings Facilities—1 (PBF-1) Zoning District.
2. Permissible uses by exception in the Public Buildings Facilities—1 (PBF-1) Zoning
District if approved by through the exception process.

B. Accessory Structures:

1. Accessory uses and structures are allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the Zoning
Code. '

C. Restfictions on Uses:
1. There shall be a thirty (30) foot wide undisturbed landscape buffer along St. Johns Bluff
Road. The width shall be measured from the proposed right-of-way.
2. Any fencing along St. Johns Bluff Road shall be six (6) foot high, black, ornamental -
metal fence. No chain link fencing shall be. permitted facing St. Johns Bluff Road.
I11. DESIGN GUIDELINES

A. Lot Requirements:

1. Minimum lot area: None

2. Minimum lot width: ' None

3. Maximum lot coverage: None

4, Minimum front yard: Thirty (30) feet

5. Minimum side yard: None

6. Minimum rear yard: - None

7. Maximum height of structures: Thirty-five (35) feet
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B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

1. Parking Reguirements. The parking requirements for this development shall be
consistent with the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

2. Vehicular Access.

a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of existing curb cuts on St. Johns
Bluff Road.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements for
ingress a_md egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the Property, if
owner-shlp or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more than one person
or entity.

3. Pedestrian Access.

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the
2010 Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs.

1. All groun_d signs shall be a monument style not to exceed 32 square feet in area and 12
feet in height. All other signs shall comply with Part 13 Sign Regulations in the Zoning
Code. '

D. Landscaping:

1. The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the
Zoning Code.

E. Utilities

1. Water, Sanitary sewer and Electric will be provided by JEA.

F. Wetlands

1. Wetlands will be permitted according to local,‘ state and federal requirements.
