Over the
next fifteen (15) years, MG held the positions of Head Professional, Pro-Superintendent
(Class “A” Superintendent Certification), Pro-Manager, and eventually General Partner.

During that time, MG was approached regularly to consult for new and existing projects
and developed a reputation as a turn-around specialist for owners and banks. MG
consulted for several clients who eventually contracted with him to manage their facility.
After selling Diamond Hill in 1989, MG formed Golftrust and proceeded to build and
manage Timacuan Country Club, Orlando, Cypress Creek Golf Club, Tampa, Schalamar
Creek, Lakeland, DeBary Plantation, Debary, Fl., Cypress Head, Daytona Beach,
Country Club of Mount Dora, Mt. Dora, FL.. Realizing small regional management
firms were destined to be targets for consolidation and the limitations of fee management,
MG joined forces with two capital venture specialists who had purchased a public shell
and did a reverse merger of Golftrust into that shell to become Granite Golf. Thereafter,
Granite purchased COPM from Brassie (NASDAQ: PUTT) and now manages, leases,
and owns nearly 30 facilities in 11 states, four (4) of which are currently under various
stages of construction.

Left Granite to found Hampton Golf with Landmar Development in December of 1998
which currently own, and/or operate 10 facilities in Florida and Georgia.

Overall MG Orender has been involved with the construction or renovation of 22
facilities, opened and managed an additional 43 clubs in his 32 year career in the US,
Ireland, South and Central America..
