The bill also authorizes the administration to execute a grant agreement with the Department of Homeland Security to accept and utilize the grant.
Background Information: The two reauthorized positions are an Environmental Engineer/Scientist and an Environmental Specialist.  The grant pays for salaries, benefits, supplies, equipment purchases, and travel for the monitoring program.
