RESOLUTION 2007-532
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMEMORATING THE 230th ANNIVERSARY OF THE ADOPTION OF THE AMERICAN FLAG AND URGING PARTICIPATION IN THE NATIONAL UNISON RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE ON FLAG DAY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Continental Congress of the United States, on June 14, 1777, adopted the first Official Flag of the United States; and


WHEREAS, the Congress of the United States, on August 3, 1949, officially designated June 14th of each year as National Flag Day; and


WHEREAS, the Congress of the United States, on June 30, 1985, adopted a Resolution, approved by the President, to recognize a pause for the Pledge of Allegiance as part of National Flag Day ceremonies and urged all Americans to participate on that day by reciting in unison the Pledge of Allegiance to our nation’s flag at 7:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time; and 


WHEREAS, the City and citizens of Jacksonville have always been proud of the American flag and the nation it symbolizes, knowing that it stands for the ideals of freedom, equality of opportunity and limitless progress; and


WHEREAS, the City wishes to appropriately commemorate the 230th anniversary of the adoption of our national symbol; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City hereby recognizes and honors the 230th anniversary of the adoption of the American flag, and urges Jacksonville residents and all Americans to honor the flag and the nation it represents by participating in the national unison recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance on June 14th at 7:00 p.m.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
