ORDINANCE 2007-536
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING A $659,213 GRANT FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION (FDEP) TO PROVIDE FUNDING TO THE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY DIVISION OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL RESOURCE MANAGEMENT DEPARTMENT TO PERFORM AIR POLLUTION PERMITTING AND COMPLIANCE-RELATED ACTIVITIES FOR MAJOR SOURCES OF AIR POLLUTION IN DUVAL COUNTY FOR THE GRANT PERIOD FROM JULY 1, 2007, TO JUNE 30, 2008, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 07-143; REAUTHORIZING POSITIONS IN THE AIR POLLUTION TITLE V PERMITS PROGRAM, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 07-689; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS AND TAKE FURTHER ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSE OF THIS ORDINANCE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2006-2007 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to appropriate a $659,213.00 grant from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) to provide funding to the Environmental Quality Division of the Environmental Resource Management Department to perform air pollution permitting and compliance-related activities for major sources of air pollution within Duval County for the grant period from July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008, as part of the Air Pollution Title V Permits Program.


Section 3.

Reauthorization of Positions.  There are hereby authorized the positions more fully described in RC#07-689, attached hereto as Exhibit 2.


Section 4.

Authorization.
The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all agreements and other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.
