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ORDINANCE 2007-543-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING SURPLUS PERSONAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY, DECLARING THAT CERTAIN 2001 CHEVROLET LUMINA VALUED AT $3,600, IS SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY AND AUTHORIZING THE APPROPRIATE OFFICIALS OF THE CITY TO TRANSFER TITLE OF SAID PROPERTY TO THE CITY OF BALDWIN, FLORIDA AT NO COST; WAIVING ANY CONFLICTING PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 122, ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING FOR A REVERTER; PROVIDING FOR THE WAIVER OF COUNCIL RULE 3.102(G) (PREPARATION OF BILLS); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.  The City hereby declares that certain 2001 Chevrolet Lumina (Vehicle Number 8148-10), valued at approximately $3,600, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein (the “Subject Property”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville and authorizes the appropriate City officials to transfer title of Subject Property to City of Baldwin, Florida at no cost for use in code enforcement.

Section 2.

Waiver of Chapter 122.  The City hereby authorizes the disposition of the Subject Property as noted in Section 1, and waives inconsistent provisions of Part 8 of Chapter 122, Ordinance Code requiring fair market compensation, and certification that the property is obsolete, wornout or scrapped.

The City of Jacksonville has received several vehicles at no cost from the City of Baldwin, and this vehicle is needed by the City of Baldwin for code enforcement purposes. The Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office will be the designated agency to monitor the City of Baldwin’s use of the vehicle in accordance with the purposes set forth herein. 

Section 3.

Reverter.  The disposition authorized herein is conditioned upon the City of Baldwin using said vehicle for the purposes set forth herein and is conditioned upon the City of Baldwin agreeing to convey said vehicle back to the City of Jacksonville in the event the vehicle is not used for those purposes.
Section 4.

Waiver of Council Rule 3.102(g) (Preparation of Bills).  Council Rule 3.102(g) (Preparation of Bills) is waived to the extent a certificate from the Director of Procurement is required to demonstrate compliance with Chapter 122, Ordinance Code, as the vehicle is being donated to the City of Baldwin, a municipal corporation.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
