ORDINANCE 2007-550-W
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $100,000 FROM EXECUTIVE OPERATING RESERVE – JOINT (MAYOR/COUNCIL), TO PROVIDE SPEECH AND LANGUAGE SERVICES TO CHILDREN THROUGH EARLY INTERVENTION AT THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION’S BREWER EARLY LEARNING AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT CENTER; FINDING A PUBLIC AND MUNICIPAL PURPOSE; WAIVING COMPLIANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 118, ORDINANCE CODE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the Brewer Early Learning and Professional Development Center is a collaboration with the Jacksonville Children’s Commission, and serves as a driving force to improve the readiness outcomes of Jacksonville’s at risk children, ages birth to five, with a special emphasis on literacy; and
WHEREAS, The Brewer Early Learning and Professional Development Center has served almost 28,000 children with primary services such as child care, home visitation, after school programs and behavioral health programs; and
WHEREAS, The Brewer Early Learning and Professional Development Center has provided enhancement services including child health insurance, early literacy, child care quality, summer and after school nutrition and health and development screenings to 41,637 children; and
WHEREAS, by enacting this ordinance the Council is exercising its power and authority to maximize children of the City of Jacksonville’s potential to be healthy, safe, educated and contributing members of the community; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.
For the 2006-2007 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.   The purpose of the appropriation set forth in Section 1 is to fund the costs associated with providing needed services as described in the “whereas” clauses of this ordinance by Brewer Early Learning and Professional Development Center.  

Section 3.  
Finding of Public and Municipal Purpose.

The City finds purpose of providing speech and language services to be a valid public and municipal purpose for which funds should be expended.

Section 4.

Waiver of provisions of Chapter 118.  As the Brewer Early Learning and Professional Development Center is a collaboration with the Jacksonville Children’s Commission and a recognized unit of the City, the provisions of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code setting forth the method of appropriation and receipt of miscellaneous appropriations, and requiring contracts, reports, and audits, are hereby waived.


Section 5.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
