ORDINANCE 2007-552-E
AN ORDINANCE RENAMING HARTS ROAD PARK, LOCATED AT 15597 HARTS ROAD, JACKSONVILLE, FL 32218, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7, TO “EARTHA H. NAPOLEON PARK”; PROVIDING FOR  THE CITY’S DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATIONS, ENTERTAINMENT & CONSERVATION TO OVERSEE THE MAKING OF ALL CHANGES NECESSARY TO EFFECT THE RENAMING; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Eartha H. Napoleon was one of the first residents of Turtle Creek Village; and


WHEREAS, Eartha H. Napoleon was active in lobbying for the Harts Road Park and;


WHEREAS, Eartha H. Napoleon was a block captain for the neighborhood watch; and 


WHEREAS, Eartha H. Napoleon participated in planting crepe myrtle trees in 1992 that are currently lining Harts Road; and


WHEREAS, Eartha H. Napoleon was the membership chairman for Turtle Creek Village Association and personally canvassed the neighborhood of over 325 homes to collect homeowner’s dues; and

WHEREAS, Eartha H. Napoleon organized a Christmas collection of blankets and slippers for the Harts Harbor senior citizen center; and
WHEREAS, Eartha H. Napoleon was an advocate for the Turtle Creek Village, participating regularly in the Harts Road Clean Up; and 

WHEREAS, following Ms. Napoleon’s passing, the community desires to commemorate her life and career of active and selfless civic involvement by renaming the Harts Road Park in her memory; and 

WHEREAS, a renaming of Harts Road Park to “Eartha H. Napoleon Park” is supported by the Turtle Creek Homeowners Association; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the renaming of Harts Road Park to “Eartha H. Napoleon Park” is a just and appropriate action to take, and is supportive of the local community; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Harts Road Park, located at 15597 Harts Road, Jacksonville, FL 32218, in Council District 7, is hereby renamed the “Eartha H. Napoleon Park” in recognition of Mrs. Napoleon’s contribution to the City of Jacksonville. The City’s Department of Parks, Recreations, Entertainment & Conservation shall oversee the making of all changes necessary to effect the renaming provided for in this ordinance.

Section 2.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
