RESOLUTION 2007-556-A
A RESOLUTION URGING THE JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY TO COMMIT TO THE LOCATION OF THE BUS ROUTES PLANNED FOR THE SAN JUAN AVENUE STATION TO BLANDING BOULEVARD, SAN JUAN AND 103RD STREETS, AS OPPOSED TO NEIGHBORHOOD CUT THROUGH STREETS SUCH AS HAMILTON STREET OR SHIRLEY AVENUE; URGING THE USE OF SAN JUAN AVENUE OR TIMUQUANA ROAD AS CONNECTORS BETWEEN ROOSEVELT AND BLANDING BOULEVARDS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Transportation Authority, formerly known as the Jacksonville Expressway Authority, (“JTA”) was established in the year 1955; and


WHEREAS, JTA, since its inception, has transported over 300 million passengers; and


WHEREAS, as part of the growth and service, JTA is contemplating a proposed southwest alignment of the East-Southwest Corridor of the JTA’s Rapid Transit System; and


WHEREAS, JTA has invited public input as to the contemplated routes; and 
WHEREAS, the neighbors and impacted citizens have expressed concerns regarding the use of Hamilton Street, Shirley Avenue, and lesser traveled residential street, versus the use of Blanding Boulevard, San Juan Avenue and 103rd Street for the proposed bus routes; and 
WHEREAS, JTA is considering both “Blanding Boulevard alignment (. . .) in all reports and conceptual drawings as an alternative to Hamilton Street”; and 

WHEREAS, JTA is reviewing the plan and moving forward with the RTS Development Plan and the Tier I Environmental Impact Statement study; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Expression of concern for use of residential streets.  The City expresses its genuine concern over the use of residential streets, specifically Hamilton Street and Shirley Avenue, in the planning design and implementation of the southwest alignment of the East-Southwest Corridor of the JTA’s Rapid Transit System; and further strongly urges the JTA to eliminate these roads from their plans, studies and design so as to effectively and efficiently plan the designs and alignment of bus routes without infringing on residential roads while incorporating the wishes and desires as expressed by the many citizens in that affected area.

Section 2. 
Use of San Juan Ave. or Timuquana Rd. as connectors encouraged.   The City encourages the use of San Juan Avenue or Timuquana Road as connectors from Roosevelt Blvd. to and from Blanding Blvd. 

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
