ORDINANCE 2007-562
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 656.420 (PARKING, STORAGE, REPAIR AND OPERATION OF FLYING CRAFT AND AIRBOATS IN RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS), SUBPART B (MISCELLANEOUS REGULATIONS), PART 4 (SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 656 (ZONING CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, TO PERMIT OUTSIDE STORAGE OF FLYING CRAFT AND AIRBOATS BEHIND A SCREENED BARRIER AND PROHIBITING CERTAIN ACTIVITIES RELATING TO FLYING CRAFT AND AIRBOATS BETWEEN THE HOURS OF 9 P.M. AND 8 A.M.; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Section 656.420 (Parking, storage, repair and operation of flying craft and airboats in residential districts), Subpart B (Miscellaneous Regulations), Part 4 (Supplementary Regulations), Chapter 656 (Zoning Code), Ordinance Code.  Section 656.420, Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

SUBPART B.  Miscellaneous Regulations

Sec. 656.420. Parking, storage, repair and operation of flying craft and airboats in residential districts.

 
(a)   Flying craft and airboats shall not be parked or stored, other than in completely enclosed buildings, on residentially-zoned property, including residential PUD districts and properties with a residential component in a mixed-use PUD district shall be 1) parked or stored either in a completely enclosed building or 2) screened from all public streets or rights-of-way and adjacent properties by a fence, wall or evergreen hedge not less than six feet in height which creates a visual barrier, not less than 95 percent opaque.  This visual barrier shall have no openings except for entrances and exits which shall be equipped with gates which maintain the equivalent visual barrier as the fence, wall or evergreen hedge.  Airboats may, however, also be parked or stored in the water adjacent to, on docking facilities of, or in a yard fronting a navigable waterbody of, a waterfront residentially-zoned property, including a property in a residential PUD district and a property in the residential portion of a mixed-use PUD district.

(b)  Repairing, testing, operating, constructing, modifying or altering Drilling, riveting and engine testing of flying craft and airboats shall be prohibited in all residential districts, including residential PUD districts and properties with a residential component in a mixed-use PUD district, between the hours of 9:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m.
Section 2.
