Section 368.109.  Intra-governmental coordination.
The Council finds that proactive intra-governmental coordination will result in a greater compliance with the provisions of, and advance the legislative findings and determinations of, this chapter. To facilitate such coordination, the Noise Control Officer shall prepare materials on the City’s noise control regulations and the application process for noise permits and noise variances and coordinate with other City departments to inform contractors, permit applicants and prospective bidders in the following activities:

Site clearing permits pursuant to section 656.1206;

Right-of-way permits pursuant to section 744.110;

Building permits pursuant to Chapter 320, Part 4 
(Permits); and

(d) Capital Improvement Construction bids pursuant to Chapter
