RESOLUTION 2007-592
A RESOLUTION REGARDING DISASTER RECOVERY PLANS; URGING THE MAYOR AND THE COUNCIL TO CONVENE A CONFERENCE OF RESPONSIBLE PARTIES FOR REFINING THE CURRENT PLAN TO BE PRESENTED TO THE COUNCIL BY MAY 1, 2008; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is susceptible to property damage and infrastructure destruction from hurricanes and tropical storms; and,


WHEREAS, the experience of other cities, including but not limited to New Orleans, Louisiana, has demonstrated the need not only for emergency preparedness but post storm assessment and plans for long term reconstruction; and,


WHEREAS, the cost of recovery may exceed the actual property damage if not properly planned in advance, and;


WHEREAS, it is fiscally prudent and proactive for the City of Jacksonville to prepare for assessment and recovery following an event causing significant destruction and loss, and,

Whereas, the current disaster recovery plan, as set out in the Duval County Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan (June 2006) could be more timely and useful if it identified funding sources for disaster recovery and the City contracted for manpower and equipment to implement post-disaster recovery efforts before a disaster strikes; now therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  Meeting of recovery and interested stakeholders urged.  The Mayor in consultation and coordination with the Council of the City of Jacksonville are urged convene a meeting of stakeholders interested in post-storm assessment and recovery, including but not limited to the JEA, JAA, JPA, JTA, DEPS and Department of Administration (the “Responsible Parties”).

Section 2.  Disaster recovery Plan to be Developed.
The Responsible Parties are urged to recommend enhancement to the disaster recovery plan set out in the Duval County Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan (June 2006), specifically by identifying the means of providing recovery financing in the event substantial destruction or loss of essential infrastructure and services in the City of Jacksonville.  Such planning should include recommendations on whether and, if warranted, how to arrange for the manpower and equipment to restore government services and public infrastructure under conditions of disaster.
The Responsible Parties should present to the Council the plan as specified above and including required pre-bid and pre-approved contracts necessary to implement an assessment and recovery plan, and demonstrating how the City can reserve for itself the bonding capacity or financial ability (e.g. “line of credit”) necessary to complete the assessment and recovery plans.

The Council urges that the responsible parties present such plan to the Council no later than May 1, 2008.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
