RESOLUTION 2007-594-A
A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE CITY’S SORROW OVER THE PASSING OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING PIONEER NATHAN “NATE” KRESTUL; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Nathan “Nate” Krestul, a housing visionary, was instrumental in making the American dream of  home ownership a reality during his many years of leadership in the vanguard for affordable housing in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS,
with Nate Krestul’s passing on April 22, 2007, the City of Jacksonville, its neighborhoods and citizens lost a dedicated, conscientious and widely admired public servant and a passionate, effective advocate for affordable housing for low and moderate income families; and
WHEREAS,
 born in Sioux City, Iowa, Nate Krestul moved to Jacksonville with his family when he was one year old, graduated from Andrew Jackson High School in 1948 and the University of Florida in 1952; and 
WHEREAS,
after a two-year stint in the United States Army, Nate embarked on a career in home building and a commitment to making affordable housing available to Jacksonville families as a salesman, home builder, serving as president of the Northeast Florida Homebuilders Association, and ultimately as Executive Director of the Duval County Housing Finance Authority; and
WHEREAS,
firmly believing that home ownership for everyone was a vital component in enhancing a City’s quality of life, Nate Krestul sought to broaden the possibilities and to make the necessary resources available  for home ownership, particularly for the low and moderate income segment of our community; and

WHEREAS,
Nate Krestul was a good and decent human being, family man, past president of the Jacksonville Jewish Center and longtime board member of the Jacksonville Urban League, and the City of Jacksonville mourns his loss  and will sorely miss his commitment, leadership and example; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Expression of sorrow.  The City hereby expresses its profound sorrow over the passing of Nathan “Nate” Krestul and extends its deepest sympathy to the Krestul family.

Section 2.

Emergency Passage Requested Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency.  Emergency passage is requested. The nature of the emergency is the need to send the most prompt expression of condolences.

Section 3.
