(1) On page 1, lines 19 through 21, strike in its entirety and insert “PRIORITY 1 STATUS FOR THE PROJECT; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DSIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS AND TAKE FURTHER ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSE OF THIS ORIDINANCE; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF THE PROCUREMENT CODE, SECTION 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE, TO AUTHORIZE DIRECT CONTRACTING WITH D & C CONTRACTING, LLC, TO ALLOW”;

(2) On page 2, lines 27 through 31 and page 3 lines 1 and 2, strike section 5 in its entirety and insert new Sections 5 and 6 to read as follows.
“Section 5.
Authorization.  The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all agreements and other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) take, or case to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.”
Section 6.

Procurement of Contractual Services.
The City is hereby authorized to procure the services of D & C Contracting, LLC to perform the services and other obligations stated in Section 3 above.  Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation.  With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.”
(3) Renumber the remaining section accordingly; and

(4) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended by this committee’s amendment.
