Annie Egan was raised in Connecticut, Hong Kong, and Jacksonville. Following
graduation from the Groton School, she was awarded a Morehead Scholarship to
the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill where she graduated in 1987 with
Honors and Highest Distinction and was elected 10 Phi Beta Kappa. She went on 1o
graduate, with honors and awards, from Yale University’s School of Medicine in
1992. Her award winning research at Yale addressed the issue of how to define
brain death in light of technological advancements and ethical considerations.

Annie married George Egan a week before she graduated from medical school and
moved 10 Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania where she completed an internship and
residency in Pediatrics at Children’s Hospital of Pitisburgh. From 1995 1o 2003,
Annie worked as a Pediatrician at Allegheny Pediatrics and served as an Associate
Clinical Professor of Pediatrics for the University of Pittsburgh Medical Center. As
popular with medical students as she was with her patients, she gladly accepted the
name “Dr. Annie” when some of her toddler patiems had difficulty pronouncing
Dr. Egan. While in Pittsburgh, she began a speaking career, ofien featured at Twins
clubs and conventions, School-Parents Groups and American Academy of
Pediatrics Career Days. She also served on the boards of several non-profit
organizations including Family Resources, a child abuse treatment and prevention
agency, Good Grief, a bereavement support center, and an independent school. In
April of 2003 as part of Child Abuse Prevention Month, she received a Special
Recognition Award for her contributions in child abuse prevention.

Annie rerurned home to Jacksonville in January 2003. Currently, she practices
Pediatrics with the Carithers Group of Jacksonville, Florida and is a member of the
faculties of Wolfson Children’s Hospital and Shands Hospital. She has continued
her speaking engagements and is a popular in school and church sponsored
parenting series. In addition to her responsibilities as a pediatrician, Annie is busy
at home taking care of twin boys, aged 8 and twin girls, aged 3.
