BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

Declaration of Necessity. The City hereby declares the public necessity for acquiring through condemnation by right of eminent domain, fee simple title in that land described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, for the purpose of acquiring a pond site for the San Pablo Road Right-of-Way Project, a Better Jacksonville Plan project.


Section 2.

Acquisition of Fee Simple Title and Easement Rights.  The City of Jacksonville shall acquire by eminent domain fee simple title in that land described in Exhibit 1, for the purpose aforesaid from the present owner thereof and all persons claiming any interest therein.


Section 3.

Institution of Legal Proceedings.  The Office of General Counsel of the City of Jacksonville is hereby authorized and directed to institute the appropriate legal proceedings to acquire by condemnation fee simple title in that land described in Exhibit 1 for the purpose described in this resolution.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
