AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 111.120 (METROPOLITAN PARK MAINTENANCE AND IMPROVEMENTS FUND), ORDINANCE CODE, TO CLARIFY LANGUAGE; PROVIDING FOR DEPOSIT OF METROPOLITAN PARK MARINA DOCK SLIP RENTAL FEES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Section 111.120 (Metropolitan Park Maintenance and Improvements Fund), Ordinance Code.  Section 111.120 (Metropolitan Park Maintenance and Improvements Fund), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 111. 
SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS.

PART 1.
PARKS, RECREATION, CULTURE AND ENTERTAINMENT.

Sec. 111.120. Metropolitan Park Maintenance and Improvements Fund.

There is created the Metropolitan Park Maintenance and Improvements Fund, a permanent trust fund of the City. A separate trust fund and associated accounts shall be created by the Director of Administration and Finance for administering the fund. There shall be paid into the fund all revenues received by the City and interest thereon in connection with admissions fees for special events, rentals, dock slip rentals, equipment and service charges or other funds from activities and events conducted or authorized by the City in Metropolitan Park. In addition, the Director of Administration and Finance and the Director of Parks, Recreation, Entertainment, and Conservation shall transfer all such revenues received as to events and activities already held in Metropolitan Park from the Special Events Trust Fund into this Fund. All expenditures made from the fund shall be for maintenance and improvements to Metropolitan Park and its various facilities and to help support the operational and production costs associated with City cosponsored special events in the park. Subject to appropriation by the Council in each instance, the Director of Administration and Finance is authorized and directed to make disbursements from the fund upon the written requisition of the Director of Parks, Recreation, Entertainment, and Conservation. To the extent disbursements are made, the funds disbursed shall be appropriated for the purpose of the disbursement.    
Section 2.  
Metropolitan Park Marina Fees. Notwithstanding any ordinance to the contrary, all dock slip rental fees collected from Metro Park Marina during the 2006-2007 Fiscal year and deposited in account PROD011 sub object, 36212 and dock slip rental fees collected from Metropolitan Park Marina shall be deposited in the Metropolitan Park Maintenance and Improvement Fund (Account PRPM1D4–34754).
