A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE DOG WOOD PARK, LOCATED AT 7407 SALISBURY ROAD, OWNED BY HASSAN AND LEAR ACQUISITIONS, LTD., AS A BROWNFIELD AREA FOR ENVIRONMENTAL REHABILITATION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on April 24, 2007, the Community Development Division and Brownfields Program of the Housing & Neighborhoods Department recommended designating the parcel owned by Hassan and Lear Acquisitions, Ltd., located at 7407 Salisbury Road, as a new Jacksonville Brownfield area, and that recommendation is attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and


WHEREAS, valuable economic incentives accrue under the Florida Brownfields Redevelopment Act, §§ 376.77 – 376.85, Fla. Stat., to those who redevelop designated Brownfield sites; now therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The Council, acting as the governing body of Duval County, finds the preamble hereof to be true and correct.


Section 2.

For the purposes of the Florida Brownfields Redevelopment Act, §§376.77 – 376.85, Fla. Stat., (hereinafter, the “Act”) and at the request of the Community Development Division and Brownfields Program of the Housing & Neighborhoods Department and Hassan and Lear Acquisitions, Ltd., the parcel located at 7407 Salisbury Road, described in Exhibit 2, attached hereto, is designated as a Brownfield area. This designation shall not, however, render the City of Jacksonville liable for the cost of site rehabilitation or source removal, as those terms are defined in §§376.79(14) and (15), Fla. Stat., or for other costs in excess of those attributable to the City as administrator of a Brownfield Program and as a property owner, if it hereafter acquires any realty within the designated Brownfield Area, provided, however, that this designation shall not operate as a waiver or release of any such liability.


Section 3.

If the City of Jacksonville or any other entity assumes responsibility for site rehabilitation of or within the Brownfield Area specified herein, within the meaning of the Act, the City will advise the Florida Department of Environmental Protection when the entity assumes rehabilitation responsibility.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

BROWNFIELDS DESIGNATION REQUEST FOR “The Dog Wood Park
Brownfield Area” - Per FLORIDA STATUTE 376.80(2) (b)

The Community Development Division of the Housing & Neighborhoods Department
hereby forwards to the Mayor’s Budget Review Committee (MBRC) its comments
and recommendations on the request that The Dog Wood Park, located at 7407
Salisbury Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32256 be designated a Brownfields per
Brownfields Administrative Process, cited in section 376.80(2)(b), Florida Statutes.

INTRODUCTION

The City of Jacksonville’s Brownfields Program is active in the redevelopment and
reuse of properties. Brownfields are defined as "real property, the expansion,
redevelopment or reuse of which is complicated by the presence or potential
presence of a hazardous substance, pollutant, or contaminant’. In Jacksonville, the
reduction and remediation of public health and environmental hazards on existing
commercial and industrial sites is vital to their use and reuse as sources of
employment, housing, recreation, and open space. Brownfields legisiation provides
a mechanism for the designation of property within the Brownfields Designated
Project Area (Urban Core) and at additional sites outside of the designated area.

COMMENTS

The developer (Hassan and Lear Acquisitions, Ltd.), is seeking to restore the
property to its highest and best reuse by addressing the environmental impacts
created by the prior landfill activities, and redeveloping the property to create much
needed workforce multi-family housing. The end-use will include 24 multi-family
buildings, for a total of 648 dwelling units. This redevelopment will not only
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coordinate the resources to rehabilitate what is now unabated contamination and
related environmental impacts from the landfill activities, but will also significantly
expand the tax base and increase the City’s inventory of workforce housing.

The City of Jacksonville is obligated to designate the site if the developer satisfies
the requirements of 376.80(2)(b): (1) site owner requests designation and has
agreed to rehabilitate and redevelop the Brownfield site; (2) rehabilitation will result
in economic productivity and creation of at least 10 permanent full or part-time jobs
independent of the site rehabilitation work or a development agreement with the City
of Jacksonville; (3) proposed uses of the site is consistent with the local
comprehensive plan and is a permittable use under the applicable local land
development; (4) notice of the proposed rehabilitation of the brownfield area has
been provided to neighbors and nearby residents of the proposed area to be
designated, and the person proposing the area for designation has afforded those
receiving notice the opportunity for comments and suggestions for rehabilitation; (5)
the person proposing the area for designation has provided reasonable assurances
that he or she has sufficient financial resources to implement and complete a
rehabilitation agreement and redevelopment plan.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The aforementioned requirements have been satisfied by Hassan and Lear
Acquisitions, Ltd. and based on the information presented, it is the recommendation
of the Housing and Neighborhoods Department's Community Development Division
& Brownfields Program, that the brownfields designation request by Hassan and
Lear Acquisitions, Ltd., for the property at 7407 Salisbury Road, Jacksonwville,
Florida, 32256, to be know as “The Dog Wood Park Brownfields Area” be approved.
