Bill Summary: This ordinance concerns County detention facilities and the introduction of illegal or contraband articles.  The ordinance amends Title XVI (Corrections) to create Chapter 647 (Detention Facilities) and Section 647.101 (Contraband Articles), to make it unlawful unless duly authorized or approved by the Sheriff to introduce certain defined illegal items or contraband upon the grounds of any County detention facility, as defined by Florida Statutes.
Background Information:  This legislation address the increasing problem that detention facilities are experiencing in the secretive introduction of contraband materials such as cell phones, pagers, Blackberries, etc. into detention centers.  These contraband devices are often used to affect an escape or to conduct or abet other illegal activity.
