BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation is to assist in funding for renovations to the Beaches Boys & Girls Club, which will include installing roofing and flooring, as more fully described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto.

Appointment of Public Works to oversee the project. The Public Works department shall oversee the expenditure of the funds on a draw basis. 


Section 6.

Waiver of a Provision of Ordinance 2004-998-E, as amended by 2005-1044-E.  The Boys & Girls Club leases property from the Duval County School Board; therefore, the provision of Ordinance 2004-998-E, as amended by 2005-1044-E, requiring that the Discretionary Project be located on property owned by a municipality is hereby waived.


Section 7.

Procurement of Contractual Services. 
The City is hereby authorized to procure the services of BGCNEF to perform the services and other obligations set forth in Exhibit 2 attached hereto.  Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation.  With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 8.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE TO:
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE BOYS AND
GIRLS‘ CLUB OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA, INC. FOR RENOVATIONS TO THE
BEACHES BOYS AND GIRLS’ CLUB

THIS AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE TO AGREEMENT, is made and entered into

this day of , 2007 (hereinafter referred to as the “Effective Date”), by

and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation in Duval County, Florida,
with principal office at 117 West Duval Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 (hereinafter referred
to as the “CITY”) and THE BOYS’ AND GIRLS’ CLUBS OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA, INC.,
a Florida not-for-profit corporation with principal office at 1300 Riverplace Boulevard, Suite
310, Jacksonville, Florida 32207 (hereinafter referred to as the “RECIPIENT”), for funding
assistance to construct renovations to the Beaches Boys’ and Girls’ Club (hereinafter referred to

as the “Project”™).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, on January 24, 2007, the parties made and entered into an Agreement for
the Project, more specifically identified as City of Jacksonville Contract # 6708-67 (hereinafter
referred to as the “Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, said Agreement has not been amended previously; and

WHEREAS, said Agreement should be amended by increasing the amount of funding,
by an additional amount not-to-exceed $25,000.00, from District 13 funds, for the Project, as
detailed in Exhibit “C” attached hereto and, by this reference, made a part hereof and
incorporated herein; thereby increasing total funding and the City’s maximum indebtedness to an

amount not-to-exceed $75,000.00; by making conforming amendments throughout the
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Agreement; with all other provisions, terms, conditions of said Agreement remaining unchanged;
now therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of said Agreement and for other good and valuable
consideration, the parties agree as follows:

1. The above stated recitals are true and correct and, by this reference, are made a part

hereof and are incorporated herein.

2. The third “WHEREAS” recital, in said Agreement is amended, in part to show an
increase in funding in an additional amount not-to-exceed $25,000.00 thereby showing total
funding to be an amount not-to-exceed $75,000.00 and, as amended, shall read as follows:

“WHEREAS, funding, in an amount not-to-exceed $75,000.00, is provided from CITY
District 13 Discretionary Funds including Autumn Bond funds as authorized by Section 106.315,

Ordinance Code and Ordinance 2004-998-E, for the purpose of assisting in the Project, as more
particularly described herein; and”

3. Paragraph 2, “Description of Project”, in said Agreement, is amended, in part, by
extending the Scope of Services, as detailed in Exhibit “C” and, as amended shall read as
follows:

“2. Description of Project. The Project includes provision of City Council District 13
funding from the 2004 Autumn Bonds, as authorized in Ordinance 2004-998-E, as amended, to
assist with the Project located at 820 20™ Avenue, Jacksonville Beach, Florida 32250 (hereinafter
called the (“Premises”). The renovations for the Project and Premises are more particularly
described in Exhibits ‘A’ and ‘C’, attached hereto and, by this reference, made a part hereof.”

4, Paragraph 4, “Assistance with Funding the Project”, in said Agreement, is amended,
in part, by increasing the funding by an additional amount not-to-exceed $25,000.00 to a new
total amount not-to-exceed $75,000.00 and, as amended. Shall read as follows:

“4. Assistance with Funding the Project. The CITY shall provide funding, in a
total amount not-to-exceed SEVENTY-FIVE THOUSAND AND 00/100 DOLLARS
($75,000.00) to the RECIPIENT for the purpose of assisting the funding of the Project, as more

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particularly described in Paragraph 2 and Exhibits “A” and “C”, to this Agreement. The
RECIPIENT shall spend this funding, provided, by the CITY, only on the Project and for no
other matters. The funding, provided in this Agreement, must be the last funds spent by the
RECIPIENT after all other funds, from whatsoever sources, are spent and exhausted.
Expenditure of the funds on any other matter than the Project; or in any other manner than
expressed herein shall be a material breach and default of this Agreement and shall result in
refunds as specified in this Agreement.”

5. Paragraph 9, “Returned Unspent City Funds”, in said Agreement, is amended in
part, by increasing the CITY funding by an additional amount not-to-exceed $25,000.00 thereby
increasing CITY funding to a new total amount not-to-exceed $75,000.00 and, as amended shall
read as follows:

“9. Returned Unspent CITY Funds. In the event that any unspent funds from the
CITY’s $75,000.00 contribution are in the possession of the RECIPIENT, and are unencumbered
for unspent on the Project, upon completion of the Project or October 31, 2007, whichever
occurs first, shall lapse and be immediately returned to the CITY. Any funds, that are unspent,
and which are still being held by the CITY upon the completion of the Project or October 31,
2007, whichever occurs first, shall lapse and for return to proper CITY accounts.”

6. Paragraph 10, “Maximum Indebtedness”, in said Agreement, is amended, in part to
increase the CITY’s maximum indebtedness, under the Agreement by an additional amount not-
to-exceed $25,000.00 to a new maximum not-to-exceed $75,000.00 and, as amended, shall read
as follows:

“10. Maximum Indebtedness. The CITY shall be indebted under this Agreement to
the maximum amount of SEVENTY-FIVE THOUSAND AND 00/100 DOLLARS
($75,000.00).”

7. Said Agreement is amended, in part, by adding and inserting a new Paragraph 28,
allowing amendment by counterpart and facsimile signature and, as amended, shall read as
follows:

“28. Amendments by Counterpart and Facsimile Signature. Amendments to this
Agreement may be executed in several counterparts and facsimile signature, each of which shall

be deemed an original, and all of such counterparts and facsimile signatures together shall
constitute one and the same instrument.”
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SAVE AND EXCEPT as specifically and expressly amended, in this instrument, the
provisions, terms and conditions of the Agreement, shall remain unchanged and shall continue in
full force and effect.
