Bill Summary: This ordinance concerns Ordinance 2006-669-E which provided a contribution toward musical instruments and a trailer for the Baldwin Middle-High School Band to represent the State of Florida in the annual Fourth of July Celebration in Washington, D. C. in 2006.  This bill provides for a new date for the return of unspent funds and provides for additional expenditures associated with unspent funds from Ordinance 2006-669-E.
Background Information: $46,414 of Trailridge Landfill Mitigation funds were appropriated for a contribution for a trailer and musical instruments.  There was insufficient time to purchase a trailer before the parade.  Unspent funds were to be returned to the City by August 1, 2006.  This bill requires that unspent funds be returned to the City by September 1, 2007 and that up to $5,554 of the funds that remain unspent be spent on items on the Needs List for Baldwin Band Boosters/Baldwin Middle-Senior High School, items that include a freezer, sabers, rifles, Color Guard cart, etc.
Policy Impact: Trailridge Landfill Mitigation Funds/Baldwin Middle-High School
Fiscal Impact: This bill allows a reallocation of $5,554 in previously-appropriated funds
