ORDINANCE 2007-652
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE MANDARIN ROAD AND SCOTT MILL ROAD AREA; ADOPTING A MANDARIN ROAD AND SCOTT MILL ROAD ZONING OVERLAY; REQUIRING THAT ALL RESIDENTIALLY ZONED PARCELS WITHIN THE OVERLAY ARE AT LEAST ONE ACRE IN AREA AND PROVIDING MINIMUM SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL PERFORMANCE STANDARDS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.



WHEREAS, the Mandarin Road and Scott Mill Road Corridors are part of the historic fabric of the Mandarin area and are lined with exceptional specimen trees and mainly riverfront estate-sized residences and large rural properties; and


WHEREAS, the properties that abut Mandarin Road and Scot Mill Road have been under continuous development pressures and numerous applications have been filed requesting to rezone and subdivide these larger rural and estate sized properties; and


WHEREAS, these numerous requests have created the need for a Zoning Overlay to elevate the significance of the area and to reduce the potential for adverse impacts to the area caused by increases in density; and


WHEREAS, despite being located in an area of rapid growth, the Mandarin Road and Scott Mill Road Corridors have maintained their scenic nature, low intensity uses, extensive tree coverage and the presence of significant historical structures, including the Mandarin Community Club, Mandarin Post Office and Store, Episcopal Church of Our Savior, Mandarin Cemetery, and numerous residential structures in the "farmhouse vernacular" style of architecture; and


WHEREAS, Mandarin Road is a designated Scenic and Historic Corridor, and contains the well known Mandarin Patriarch Oaks located in the medians and along the roadside of Mandarin Road and Scott Mill Road; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The Council hereby adopts the above findings and incorporates them herein by reference.


Section 2.

The Council hereby adopts a Mandarin Road and Scott Mill Road Zoning Overlay with the boundaries depicted in Exhibit 1, attached hereto.  Within the Overlay boundaries, the following standards shall apply:

(a)
All residentially zoned parcels within the Overlay shall be one acre in area.


(b)
Residential Rural Zoning District:



(i)

Lot Width shall be at least 100 feet.



(ii)

Lot Coverage shall not exceed 20%.

(iii)

Front Yard Setback shall be at least 25 feet.

(iv)

Side Yard Setbacks shall be at least 10 feet.

(v)

Rear Yard Setback shall be at least 10 feet. 

(vi)

Maximum Height shall be 35 feet.

(c)
Residential Low Density Zoning District:
(i)

Lot Width shall be at least 120 feet.



(ii)

Lot Coverage shall not exceed 20%.

(iii)

Front Yard Setback shall be at least 30 feet.

(iv)

Side Yard Setbacks shall be at least 20 feet.

(v)

Rear Yard Setback shall be at least 20 feet. 

(vi)

Maximum Height shall be 35 feet.

(d)
New fences or walls that directly face Mandarin Road or Scott Mill Road shall be metal picket fences with brick/stucco columns, or other similar materials and configuration.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
