Bill Summary: The bill amends Ordinance Code Chapter 55 – Housing and Neighborhoods Department – by adding a new Section 55.104 – Office of the Director – which creates a position of Affordable Housing Coordinator within the office of the Director of the Housing and Neighborhoods Department.  The Coordinator shall: serve as the central resource for all information related to affordable and workforce housing; proactively assist developers of affordable and workforce housing in bringing their projects to completion; communicate with all relevant City departments to minimize and eliminate permitting and regulatory delays in the construction process; and provide other services and support to the cause of constructing and preserving affordable and workforce housing.
The bill also states that the Affordable Housing Coordinator is a priority item for the FY07-08 budget and requests the Mayor to create and fund such a position, which shall be housed in the Housing and Neighborhoods Department or in the successor to that entity, should the announced administrative reorganization take plasce.

Background Information: Recommendation #4 of the Task Force on Affordable and Workforce Housing is that the City should create an office in the Housing and Neighborhoods Department to be the central repository of all information on and assistance for the creation and preservation of affordable hosing.  The office is intended to provide technical assistance, streamlined assistance and coordination both within the City government and with outside agencies involved in affordable housing issues.
