A RESOLUTION DIRECTING THE OFFICE OF GENERAL COUNSEL, THE HOUSING AND NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT AND OTHER NECESSARY GOVERNMENT UNITS TO WORK TOGETHER TO IDENTIFY IMPLEMENTATION STRATEGIES FOR RECOMMENDATION #12 OF THE AFFORDABLE AND WORKFORCE HOUSING TASK FORCE REPORT REGARDING ELIMINATING BARRIERS TO EFFICIENTLY ALLOCATING HOUSING RESOURCES AND IMPROVING INTRAGOVERNMENTAL COMMUNICATIONS;  REQUIRING A JOINT STATUS REPORT TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE AND AFFORDABLE AND WORKFORCE HOUSING TASK FORCE ON OR ABOUT SEPTEMBER 1, 2007; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Council created the Affordable and Workforce Housing Task Force to review the status of Affordable and Workforce Housing in the City of Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, the Council, the Housing and Neighborhoods Department, the Jacksonville Housing Commission, and the Jacksonville Housing Finance Authority worked together to create a report on Affordable and Workforce Housing (Report) dated December 31, 2006, updated May 2007 and on file in the Housing and Neighborhoods Department; and


WHEREAS, the Report identified deficiencies and recommended solutions regarding all aspects of affordable and workforce housing, including immediate action items and projects for longer term study; 
WHEREAS, Recommendation #12 of the Report identifies several barriers to efficient allocation of housing resources; and

WHEREAS, potential solutions to eliminate the identified barriers will require coordination between several different governmental units within the City; now therefore, 
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

The Office of General Counsel and the Housing and Neighborhoods Department are hereby directed to work together to identify implementation strategies for Recommendation #12 of the Affordable and Workforce Housing Task Force Report regarding eliminating barriers to efficiently allocating housing resources and improving intragovernmental communications.  The above-named entities are further directed to coordinate with other governmental units as needed to accomplish the objectives herein.  Implementation strategies may include, but shall not be limited to, expedited processing of matters before the City Council, authorizing Special Committee Reports from the Finance Committee, and/or amending or modifying administrative policies. 

Section 2.

The Office of General Counsel and the Housing and Neighborhoods Department shall file a joint status report with the Finance Committee and the Affordable and Workforce Housing Task Force on or about September 1, 2007.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming law without the Mayor’s signature.
