RESOLUTION 2007-658-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND HONORING MRS. MARY MAGDALENE MILLER JENNINGS ON THE OCCASION OF HER 100TH BIRTHDAY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Mary Magdalene Miller was born on June 21, 1907 in Barnwell County, South Carolina, the eldest of 6 children; and


WHEREAS, Mary Miller married Daniel Jennings and their 67-year marriage produced four daughters, nine grandchildren, eighteen great-grandchildren and eight great-great-grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Mary Jennings taught school for twenty years, first in South Carolina and then later in Jacksonville after she moved to the city in the 1940s; and 


WHEREAS, Mrs. Jennings has been a devoted and active member of St. Paul AME Church on New Kings Road since 1947, and has served as a deaconess and member of Choir #1 (serving under five different pastors); and


WHEREAS, Mary Jennings was also active in civic organizations including, most prominently, the Eastern Stars, where she held various offices; and


WHEREAS, On June 21, 2007, Mary Magdalene Miller Jennings is celebrating her 100th birthday, and that event is occasion for recognition and celebration; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
