Bill Summary: The bill urges the Mayor to propose a FY07-08 budget that maintains or increases funding for the Sheriff’s Office and Fire and Rescue Department to maintain or improve staffing and service levels in the two departments.
Background Information: The on-going debate over property tax reform and local government revenue caps at the state level threatens local governments with potentially sizeable revenue cuts for the coming fiscal year.  Funding for the Sheriff’s Office and Fire and Rescue Department comprise over 50 percent of the City’s General Fund budget.
