RESOLUTION 2007-674
A RESOLUTION URGING THE MAYOR, THE JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION (JEDC) AND THE COUNCIL AUDITORS TO REVIEW THE AGREEMENT FOR PROGRAM MANAGEMENT SERVICES FOR CECIL COMMERCE CENTER WITH ARCADIS G&M, INC., AND ITS FEE AND COMPENSATION HISTORY, AND TO EVALUATE WHETHER ADDITIONAL FEES ARE PAYABLE OR WHETHER THE CITY HAS CLAIMS AVAILABLE TO IT UNDER THE CONTRACT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville through the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission (JEDC) entered into an Agreement for Program Management Services for Cecil Commerce Center with Arcadis, G&M, Inc. (Agreement) to perform certain tasks at Cecil Field; and 

WHEREAS, the Council reasonably believes that such Agreement for services is an annual contract which expires by its terms in June of 2007, and which is not likely to be renewed; and 


WHEREAS, the scope of and performance under the contract should be reviewed to determine an appropriate close-out and true-up of fees, claims and compensation which might be due and owing amongst the parties; and 
WHEREAS, the City Council is authorized and should exercise its oversight and policy making authority as the governing legislative branch of government; now therefore;

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council respectfully requests the Mayor, JEDC and the Council Auditors to jointly and cooperatively review the payment and performance history of Arcadis, G&M, Inc. under the Agreement for Program Management Services for Cecil Commerce Center, so as to report to Council on the appropriate fees and compensation that should be paid, or the claims that should be made, regarding the close-out of said Agreement.


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution, relating to an internal affair or investigation of the Council, shall become effective upon approval of the Council.
