WHEREAS, the needs of women at risk on the Eastside of Jacksonville are great, and the purchase of an ultrasound system for Shands Jacksonville, the City’s indigent care partner, will help provide comprehensive care in the diagnosis and treatment of women at risk at the Eastside Clinic at 1155 East 21st Street in Council District 7; and
WHEREAS, by enacting this ordinance, the Council is exercising its power and authority to protect the health, safety and welfare of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.   The purpose of the appropriation set forth in Section 1 is to fund the purchase of an ultrasound system for the Eastside Clinic of Shands Jacksonville at 1155 East 21st Street in Council District 7. A description of the system and its cost is on file in the Legislative Services Division.

Section 3.  
Finding of Public Purpose.

The City finds  that procuring and providing enhanced medical services through this ordinance for women on the Eastside to be a valid municipal purpose for which funds should be expended under the bonds.


Section 4. 
Reverter.  The funds appropriated herein may be released on a reimbursement basis upon proof of the purchase of the equipment by Shands Jacksonville.  If Shands Jacksonville does not procure the equipment by September 30, 2007, all funds shall return to the account of origin.  Shands Jacksonville must agree not to dispose of the ultrasound system being purchased without approval of the City of Jacksonville’s Director of Community Services or successor.   

Section 5.

Waiving the Requirement that Bond funds be used on City Property.  The provisions of the Autumn Bond, Ordinances 2004-998-E and 2005-1044-E and Section 106.315, Ordinance Code, requiring that bond funds be used on City property, are hereby waived.  

Section 6. 
Appointment of Oversight Department. The Mayor is requested to appoint a department to oversee the expenditure of the funds appropriated herein, and the securing of any agreements or assurances necessary to implement this ordinance. 

Section 7.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
