Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $292,160 for the Criminal Justice Training Trust Fund.  This is a continuation grant from the Florida Department of Law Enforcement.  The funds are to be used exclusively for advanced and specialized training for law enforcement and correctional officers, administrative costs and operating capital outlay approved by the Criminal Justice Standards and Training Commission, as initiated by B. T. 08-002.  The funds carryover to Fiscal Year 2007-2008.  The bill adopts a budget for Fiscal Year 2007-2008.
Background Information: Florida Statutes, Chapter 943.25, require the appropriation of funds and the adoption of the Officer Training Monies Operating Budget budget for the Criminal Justice Training Trust Fund (for the 2007-2008 Fiscal Year).
