Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates funds from the United States Department of Education to the Jacksonville Children’s Commission Special Revenue Grant Fund – 21st Century Community Learning Centers Grant to provide funding of $879,109 for Team-Up Programs in Rutledge Pearson Elementary School, Pinedale Elementary School and John Love Elementary School, schools which are not currently being served by Team-Up programs, for the period  July 1, 2007, to June 30, 2008, the first year of the five year grant, as initiated by B.T. 09-001.  The ordinance further appropriates ten percent (10%) of the grant in the event that additional grant funds are secured.
Background Information: Team-Up Programs are after-school programs that primarily concentrate on assisting public school elementary school students with reading skills.  The School Board considers this literacy program one of their safety-nets.
