Background Information:  Said agreement provides for the closing of two existing crossings (one on Evergreen Avenue and the other on 58th Street) and the opening of two new crossings (one on Evergreen Avenue and the other on 59th Street).  The majority of the work is to be done at the expense of US Gypsum, with the City responsible at the new crossings for maintenance of the roadway up to the edge of the railroad crossing (including all pavement structure, pavement surface, shoulders, drainage, sidewalks, pavement striping, advance pavement markings, erosion control, tree cutting, mowing, and advance warning signs).
