IMPACT - FINANCIAL/OTHER:  The JEDC, FCCJ, the Jacksonville Aviation Authority and other economic development partners in Northeast Florida have worked to develop Cecil Commerce Center as a key asset in the region’s effort to recruit and retain businesses in the distribution and logistics industry. FCCJ has developed certain degree and professional certification programs in the areas of distribution, logistics and commercial vehicle driving to respond to the community need. The parties would like to amend the Lease to provide FCCJ with additional land area at Cecil Commerce Center to develop a temporary commercial vehicle training facility at Cecil Commerce Center while FCCJ constructs a permanent facility at its Cecil campus site.

The substantive elements of the proposed Second Amendment are as follows:

1. Lease term:  Three years with a possible renewal for two years subject to JEDC’s right of refusal.

2. Economic Development Project Termination Right:  After year one of the lease term related to the temporary commercial vehicle training facility the City may terminate the lease of the temporary commercial vehicle training facility.  This termination is subject to six months’ written notice, in the event of the City has a need for the leased area for an economic development project. The City will not bear any costs or expenses resulting from said termination. 
3. Relocation:  In the event of early termination (see item 2 above), the City agrees to review its inventory of available sites and if the City determines that an alternative site is reasonably available, FCCJ shall be allowed to relocate to said site (at FCCJ’s expense) for the remainder of the lease term (as to the temporary commercial vehicle training facility).

The 15.3 acres of land involved in the proposed Second Amendment is within close proximity to the existing leased Premises and would give FCCJ the ability to conduct classroom training at the Aviation Center of Excellence.  Under the proposed Second Amendment, no rent is required to be paid by FCCJ.  The modest renovations to the land necessary will be borne by FCCJ.
