Mr. Barrow 1s the executive director of The First Tee division of the World Golf Foundation and is
responsible for directing all activities of The First Tee. In this capacity Barrow 1s also a semor vice
president of the World Golf Foundation. The First Tee, in cooperation with local communities, develops
affordable golf leaming facilities that provide access to the game to those individuals, particularly kids,
who would otherwise not have an opportunity to play the game. The program’s focus is to give young
people of all backgrounds an opportumty to develop, through golf and character education, life-enhancing
values such as honesty, integnity and sportsmanship. Established in 1997, The First Tee has over 105
open facilities and has introduced the game of golf to over 170,000 young people since 2000,

Prior to joining The First Tee Mr. Barrow served as president and chief operating officer of 1ZZO
Systems, Inc., directing all company operations, domestically and internationally (1992 — 2000). IZZO
Systems developed and introduced the IZZO Dual Strap and integrated carrying systems that allow
golfers to carry the clubs over both shoulders, symmetrically distributing the weight.

Prior to joning IZZO, Barrow served as Director of Special Projects and Senior Advisor to Ronald H.
Brown, Chairman, Democratic National Commuttee (DNC) and lived in Washington, DC (1989-1992).
At the DNC, Mr. Barrow managed joint ventures, strategic outreach, and mitially served as Deputy
Drrector of Communications.

During 1986-1988, Barrow researched and completed a biography on his father, Joe Louis: 50 Years An
American Hero, published by McGraw-Hill Publishing Company in September 1988.

Barrow's marketing, business and career in public service spans over 30 years. He was vice
president/regional marketing director of Wood Bros. Homes (1982-1985) and Wood Bros. vice
president/corporate marketing (1981-1982), both in Colorado. .
Barrow spent three years (1978-1981) as director, Office of Commercialization, Conservation and Solar
Energy for the US Department of Energy in Washington, DC. His introduction to Washington began in
1976 when he was one of 40 business executives selected nationally to participate in the Presidential
Executive Exchange Program. At the time of his selection, Barrow had spent the previous eight years
