Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $25,000 from the Council Operating Contingency fund to the FCCJ Foundation as a contribution to the Prosperity Scholarship Fund.
Background Information: The Prosperity Scholarship Fund was created in 2005 as a means of allowing the Jacksonville community to contribute, through a voluntary contribution on their JEA bill, to a scholarship fund to assist qualified students with the cost of attending Jacksonville’s institutions of higher education.  The scholarship fund is housed in and administered by the FCCJ Foundation.  This bill appropriates funds for scholarships and for marketing of the scholarship program to potential users.
Policy Impact Area: Higher education promotion
Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates $25,000 from the Council Operating Contingency fund to the Prosperity Scholarship Fund.
