A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE CITY’S SUPPORT FOR THE APPLICATION BY GRACE AND TRUTH COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION (CDC) TO PARTICIPATE IN THE FLORIDA COMMUNITY CONTRIBUTION TAX CREDIT PROGRAM FOR PURPOSES OF REVITALIZING AND STRENGTHENING THE NORTH BROOKSIDE/ NORWOOD AREA BY PROVIDING LOW TO MODERATE INCOME FAMILIES WITH HOME OWNERSHIP ASSISTANCE; PROVIDING FOR COMPLIANCE WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is fully supportive of Grace and Truth CDC’s plans and use of the Community Contribution Tax Credit; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City hereby endorses and supports the application by Grace and Truth CDC to participate in the Florida Community Contribution Tax Credit Program to assist low and moderate income families with home ownership in the North Brookside/ Norwood Avenue area of Jacksonville.

The Planning and Development Department has reviewed the Grace And Truth CDC (GTCDC)
Community Contribution Tax Credit Program and finds that it is in compliance with the 2010
Comprehensive Plan, in that Goal 1 of the Housing Element states that “the City shall develop
stable and definzble neighborhoods which offer safe, sound, sanitary housing that is affordable
to all its present and future residents”.

GTCDC's missicn is to revitalize and strengthen the North Brookside/Norwood Avenue
