ORDINANCE 2007-721
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.6 OF AN ACRE OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 AT 75 EAST 43RD STREET BETWEEN NORTH MAIN STREET AND LIBERTY STREET AND OWNED BY RANETIA MCCLENTON, AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL LOW DENSITY-G (RLD-G) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT RESIDENTIAL, OFFICE, AND DAY CARE USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE LBJ, INC. PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2005C-042; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2005C-042 and companion land use Ordinance 2007-720; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2005C-042, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Calvin Burney on behalf of Ranetia McClenton, the owner of approximately 0.6 of an acre of certain real property in Council District 7, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description. The approximately 0.6 of an acre of land (R. E. No. 031421-0000) is located in Council District 7 at 75 East 43rd Street between North Main Street and Liberty Street, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Ranetia McClenton.  The applicant listed in the application is Calvin Burney, with an address of 3909 Soutel Drive, Jacksonville, Florida 32208 and a telephone number of (904) 924-0756.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2005C-042, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated April 13, 2007 and the site plan dated April 12, 2007 for the LBJ, Inc. PUD.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit residential, office, and day care uses, all as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan attached hereto as Exhibit 3.

Section 4.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject project is located on the north side of East 43" Street. The street address is 75 East 43" Street.
The site contains .6 acre of land and a 1,141 square foot single family dwelling located on the east erad of the
site. The owner of the property proposes to rezone the site from RLD-G to PUD in order to corustruct a

building to house a daycare center.

The existing single family dwelling will be converted to a professional/business office use. The residential
character of the single family dwelling will be preserved to serve as a buffer to the adjacent residential uses.
A new building containing approximately 4,000 square feet will be constructed on the west end of the site
adjacent to the existing commercial structure located at the intersection of MainStreet/43™ Street. "The new
building will house the daycare center and have a maximum capacity of 99 children. The design of the new
building will be compatible with that of the surrounding residential structures.

ll. USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A. Permitted Uses:

1. Daycare center
2. Professional /Business Office
3. Single Family

B. Accessory Structures:

a. Accessory uses and structures as allowed and defined in Section 656.403 of the Zoninng Code.

C. Restrictions on Uses:

1. The daycare center will operate from 6:00 AM to 7:00 PM and the business/professional office
from 7:00AM to 6:00 PM.

2. The refuse dumpster will be screened from public view by a six-foot 95% opaque fence as
shown on the attached site plan.
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1. Any request to deviate from these restrictions on the aggregate building area or uses shall be
evaluated through the PUD minor modification process with a revised Site Plan to eval uate the
internal and external compatibility of such proposed uses.

Il. DESIGN GUIDELINES

A. Lot Requirements:
(1) Minimum lot area: 28,387 sq. fi. (.6 acre)
(2) Minimum lot width: 230.40 fi.
(3) Maximum lot coverage: 35%
(4) Minimum front yard: 5 Feet
(5) Minimum side yard: 5 Feet
(6) Minimum rear yard: 5 Feet
(7) Maximum height of structures: 35 Feet
B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:
(1) Parking Requirements. The parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with
the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.
e Daycare Use- (1.5 spaces/employee) = 14 spaces

e Professional Office- (2 spaces/500 fi. gross floor area)= 4 spaces
e Handicap Parking- (1 handicap space/ 25 parking spaces)= 1 space

—— . TOTAL REQUIRED 18 Regular spaces
1 Handicap space

The required number of parking spaces can be accommodated on site and the parking layoutis
shown on the attached site plan.

(2) Vehicular Access.

a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of East 43™ Street
substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all access points is subject
to the review and approval of the City’s Traffic Engineer.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided through a common parking area
with a two-way vehicular access aisle that exit the property via two driveway conryections
to East 43™ Street.

(3) Pedestrian Access.
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Pedestriann.  access shall be provided through the common parking area serving the site.

C. Signs.

Signage identify/ing the property will be provided by one (1) double faced sign not to exceed twenty-
four (24) square feet in area and twelve (12) feet in height.

D. Landscaping:

A 10 foot landscaped area will be maintained on the north, south and east property line and a five
foot landscape«d area will be maintained on the west property line with the adjacent existing
commercial use. Trees and shrubs within this landscaped area will be provided in accordance with
Part 12 Landsc ape Regulations of the Zoning Code.

E. Recreation amd Open Space:
A minimum fexced play area of 2,972 square feet will be provided on the east end of the sites. This
play area will be developed in accordance with the play area requirements established by the FFlorida
Department of Children and Families.

F. Utilities
Water, electric and sanitary sewer will be provided by JEA.

G. Wetlands

Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements. There are not any
wetlands on the site.

. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary development
plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department identifiy/ing all
existing and propo sed uses within the Property, and showing the general layout of the overall Property.

JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR THIS
PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonville 2010

Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project will be beneficial to the

surrounding neighborhood and community.

A. Is more efficient than would be possible through strict application of the Zoning Code;

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Vi. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A. Consistency with Comprehensive Plan.
A compani<©n future land use amendment for the site has been submitted to the City of
Jacksonvill € for approval concurrent with the PUD application. The requested
residential, professional, institutional (RPI) land use designation and the PUD zoning
designatiorn. Will be consistent with the provisions of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

B. Consistency> with the Concurrency Management System.
The PUD wrill satisfy all concurrency requirements as required by the City of Jacksonwville
Concurrency’ Management System. The Concurrency Management System Office
(CMSO) hass assigned the project City Development Number

C. Allocation of Residential Land Use.
The propose=d PUD will be developed primarily for daycare center use, however single
family residential uses are allowed as a permitted use. The existing single family
structure on the site will be converted to another use.

D. Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access.
The proposed PUD allows for a common development scheme for the proposed mew
building and the existing single family structure. Per the site plan both structwes -wvill
share a cormimon parking area, driveways and will contain perimeter landscaping in
accordance wvith the City’s requirements.

E. External Compatibility/Intensity of Development
The proposed PUD is located in an established/redeveloping area off North Main Street.
The proposed uses will not negatively impact the commercial and residential uses adjacent
to the site. A ten-foot landscaped buffer will be located along the north, south and east
property lines and a five-foot landscaped buffer will along the west property line adjacent
to the existimg commercial use. _An eight-foot privacy fence that is 95% apaque will be
erected alon g the north and west property lines and a four-foot chain link fence dlong the
west property line. The residential character of the existing single family structure will be
preserved in order to maintain continuity with adjacent residential uses. The fagade of the
proposed new structure will compliment the building design of the adjacent residential

structures.

F. Recreation/Open Space
A minimum fenced play area of 2,972 square feet will be provided on the east end of the

site to accommodate the daycare center use. The play area will be developed in
accordance Wwith t.h_e play area requirements established by the Florida Department of
Children and Families. The fenced play area will be secured as depicted on the poposed

site plan.
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G. Impact on Wetlands.
There are not any wetlands on the site.

H. Listed Species Regulations.
The site is less than 50 acres and a listed species survey is not required.

1. Off-Street Parking & Loading Requirements.
The proposed PUD will comply with the requirement of Part 6 of the Zoning Code or as
otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department. The required parking
spaces to accommodate the proposed development can be provided on the site as shown
on the attached site plan.

J. Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways.
Due to the size of the site, sidewalks, trails and bikeways will not be constructed on site.

K. Stormwater Retention.
Any requin?d stormwater retention shall meet the requirements of the City of Jacksonwville,
St. Johns River Water Management District and/or any other agency having jurisdiction.

L. Utilities
Utilities to the site will be provided by the JEA.
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
