RESOLUTION 2007-729-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND SUPPORTING THE REGIONAL RIVER TRANSIT SERVICE PROJECT AND THE CITY OF PALATKA’S REQUEST FOR FUNDING TO ESTABLISH AND INITIATE WATER TAXI SERVICE ON THE ST. JOHNS RIVER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is located in the Northeast region of the State of Florida in the St. Johns River corridor; and

WHEREAS, the St. Johns River is recognized as a significant resource and asset to tourism and economic development to the Northeast Florida region; and

WHEREAS, the City of Palatka has seen the potential benefits of the establishment of regional scheduled river transit services on the St. Johns River in the Northeast Florida region; and

WHEREAS, the City of Palatka in 2002 received discretionary funds from the United States government to initiate the steps necessary to establish regional scheduled river transit services on the St. Johns River; and

WHEREAS, the City of Palatka is now moving forward with this most worthy project to benefit the communities of the St. Johns River corridor region; and

WHEREAS, the City of Palatka has been discussing the water taxi service with the Jacksonville Transportation Authority; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to take the steps to establish the river taxi service that will require funding from federal and state sources to initiate river water taxi services on the St. Johns River; and
WHEREAS, the support of the communities of the St. Johns river Corridor is desired to show the region wide support for a project of this type; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Recognition and Support.
The Council of the City of Jacksonville joins with the City of Palatka in recognizing this regional river transit project and embraces this worthwhile venture; is pleased to add its voice of support to the regional river transit service project and to the City of Palatka’s request for funding to establish and initiate water taxi service on the St. Johns River and further encourages prompt and positive action by State of Florida and federal government agencies to move this project forward.   Further, the Council encourages the City of Palatka to continue to work cooperatively with the Jacksonville Transportation Authority, and, because of the presence of the West Indian manatee in the St. Johns River, consult the Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission during the early planning stages.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon enactment by the Council.
