NOs. 167758-1500 and a portion of 167761-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY the celebration church of jacksonville, inc., and estuary corporation, FROM pud (planned unit development) and rr (residential rural) DISTRICTs TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit residential, church, and school uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE high school aaa/celebration church PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Celebration Church of Jacksonville, Inc., and Estuary Corporation, the owners of approximately 189.90( acres located in Council District 13 on R. G. Skinner Parkway between Baymeadows Road East and Campfield Circle (R.E. Nos. 167758-1500 and a portion of 167761-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) and RR (Residential Rural) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) and RR (Residential Rural) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated April 13, 2007, site plan for the High School development dated August 2, 2007, and written description dated August 8, 2007 for the High School AAA/Celebration Church PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit residential, church, and school uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated July 12, 2007, and the Transportation Planning Division Memorandum dated August 7, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
The specific locations of access points for off-site parcels “A” and “B” shall be subject to the review and approval by the Traffic Engineering Division.

(c)
All required roadway improvements shall be completed prior to the school opening.

(d)
The existing berm to remain along the Sweetwater boundary shall be screened from view on the south side by at least one canopy tree every twenty-five feet average spacing, and having no greater gap between trees than seventy-five feet.

(e)
Except as otherwise prohibited by law, all exterior light fixtures shall be equipped with automatic shutoff lighting.  Parking lot and athletic field lights shall be off between the hours of midnight and 6:00 a.m.

(f)
Instead of two traditional four-foot bike lanes located on-grade within the right-of-way, design alternatives shall be pursued to provide a multi-purpose path and a sidewalk along the four lane extension of R.G. Skinner Parkway to the High School Site, subject to the review and approval of the City Traffic Engineering Division.

. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Celebration Church of Jacksonville, Inc. (“Celebration”) and the Estuary Corporation
(“Estuary”) are the owners of two (2) parcels of real propenty, hereafier refered to as
the “property”, “parcel(s)” or “the subject properties™ or “the subject parcels”, lo cated
south of Baymeadows Road East and east of State Road 9A. The properties are
legally described on the attached legal description. (Exhibit 1). The properties
comprising this proposed PUD are a total of 189.90+ acres. 29.472% acies com prise
the Celebration parcel, (which is Parcel 3 of the Radfield PUD, Ordinance 2001-
1247-E) and herein also referred 1o as “Parcel A" or the “Celebralion Parcel”
160.43+ acres comprise the Estuary Parcel, herein also referred to as *Parcel B~ or
the DCPS Parcel.

Celebration together with Duval County Public Schools (“DCPS”) here after referred
to as “the Applicants”, propose to rezone the subject properlies from PUDand RR to
PUD. In summary, the multiple purposes of this PUD are listed below:

1. Allow the extension of R.G. Skinner Parkway southward through the
Celebration parcel to serve the proposed DCPS site to be locsted on the
Estuary properly, currently under contract to be purchased by DCPS.
(Note: R.G. Skinner Parkway was originally buit as part of the Radfield
PUD (Ordinance 2001-1247-E), located to the north of the Estuay property.
Per direction from the Cily’s Planning and Development Depaiment and
the City's Office of General Counsel, a PUD rezoning is requied to allow
the extension of this roadway as the Radfield PUD does not curently allow

Parking Requirements.

Parcels A and B: Parking areas and internal pedestrian paths will be amrang ed for
the safe and convenient access of pedestrians and vehicles. The number of off-
street parking spaces required shall conform 1o Section 656.601 et. Seq. ©Of the
Zoning Code, with the exception that number of parking spaces shali nolbe limited
as to prevent parking within public rights-of-ways and nearby residential and
commercial areas during certain events. On-street parking spaces shalibe al lowed
where the streets can be designed to salely allow street parking. Shared parking
will be allowed where feasible. M is intended that both Parcel A and B vil provide
for adequale parking to meet the requirements within Part 6 of the Zonng Code.

Vehicular Access.

Parcels A and B:

a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of the proposed widening
and exiension of R.G. Skinner Parkway, as shown in the attached PUID Site
Plan. This extension will consist of a 110-foot right-of-way, consisteryt with
the exisling roadway which currently consists of 110-foot right-of way and
terminates just beyond the northern boundary of the Celebrationparcel. This

~_roadway will be designed and permitied according to City of Jacksonwville
design slandards and permiting procedures respectively. Ffinal design
requirements for the proposed extension will be subject to the review and
approval of the City's Traffic Engineering Department. A fraffic study is
currently being finalized by DCPS. Certain off-sile roadway improvements
will be made by DCPS in accordance with this study, as approved by the City
Traffic Engineer. These improvements, together with the aforementioned
widening and extension of R.G. Skinner Parkway are shown on the attached
Exhibit G. (Exhibit G is a two-page exhibil labeled as sheets G-1and G-2).
Access to parcels ulilizing R.G. Skinner Parkway for aceess shall be
maintained during construction and accommodated for as par of the final
engineering design for these roadway improvements. In particular, there are
two (2) off-site parcels localed near the northem end of RG. Skinner
Parkway. These parcels are shown on the attached Exhibit G as “Off-Site
Parcels A and B” respeclively. Each of these off-sile parcels shall be
permitted a mimmum of two (2) proposed driveways along RG. Skinner
Parkway, as shown on the attached Exhibit G. Actual specific location of
these driveways shall be approved by the City’s Traffic Engineer. All € xisting
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driveways as shown on the attached Exhibit G shall remain. In additon, Ofi-
Site Parcel B shall be aliowed one (1) proposed access point from Axnnie
Eliza Road. Actual specific location of this driveway shall be approved by the
City's Traffic Engineer.

The final location of all on-site access poinds is subject to the review and |
approval of the City’s Traffic Engineer during the City's Site Plan and  Civil
Document “10-set” review process. The vehicular access to Parcels A a rnd B
will also provide access to any adjacent and/or nearby lands of Estwuary
Corporation, its affiliates or subsidiaries, and such adjacent andlor ne> arby
lands. Access shall be considered a permitted use under this PUD,

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by driveways and
reciprocal easements for ingress and egress will be recorded in the € vent

cross-access should be ulilized.

{(3) Pedestrian Access.

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accord &ance
with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan _and the City’'s lL.and Developrment
Procedural Manual. Sidewalks shall be provided on one-side of the R.G.
Skinner Parkway Extension. In the event that Parcel A is developed =as a
multi-family development, sidewaltks or an alternative pedestrian circul sation
system {(as allowed by Policy 1.4.2 of the Transporiation Eilement) will be
provided, as approved by the Planning and Development Department.

Parcel A:

Parcel A shall be permitied one monument sign, not to exceed 80 sqQuare feet in Area
and 8 feet in height, externally illuminated.

In the event that Parcel A is developed as a multi-family development, one monurnent
sign shall be allowed, not to exceed 24 square feet in area and 8 feet in height,
externally illuminated. Note that under this scenario, Parcel A may be subdivided wp to
three (3) times, and each new parcel shall be entitled to one such monument sign
subject o Planning staff approval during PUD compliance review.

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IV. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL AND PUD MODIFICATIONS

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD for either Parcel A
or B, a preliminary development plan shall be submitied to the City of Jacksonville Plarning
and Development Depariment identifying all existing and proposed uses within the Property
and showing the general layout of the overall Property.

The owner of Parcel A or the owner of Parcel B may each independently seek modificaations
of this PUD without the consent of the other party so long as only the lands ownedby such
party are the subject of the proposed PUD Modification, except as to setback and lands cape
buffer requirements along common property lines contained herein.

V. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR THIS
PROJECT

This proposed PUD is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed p roject
will be beneficial 1o the surrounding neighborhood and community, as the Baymea dows
area is in desperate need of new school facilities. These facilities also are comgpatible with
the proposed Church use and surrounding residential development.

. This PUD allows this project to be developed in a more efficient and synergistic manner than
would be possible through the strict enforcement of the Zoning Code, by ensuring the p roper
buffers, parking controls and other design criteria are established to allow the develop ment
to exist adjacent to residentially zoned property and to minimize and restrict potential
nuisances such as noise, traffic, and site lighting.

This PUD is compatible with the surrounding land uses and will improve the characte ristics
of the surrounding area.

Vvi. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A. Consistency with Comprehensive Plan: The future land use cateqory for the parcels
within this proposed PUD is Low Density Residential (LDR). Certain secomndary
and supporting non-residential uses are permitted in all residential cateq ories
subject to the provisions of this and other elements of the 2010 Comprehe nsive
Plan. These uses may include neighborhood supporting recreation facilities and
public facilities such as schools, churches, daycare centers, fire stations, etc. In
addition, multi-family uses are consistent in the event that Parcel A is developed
as a multi-family development. As such, all of the proposed uses within the PUD
are consistent with the LDR category.

B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management System: Parcel A cumrently has

concurrency entitlements in place as evidenced by Fair Share Contract Nuamber

30203, recorded in OR 10876 Page 1515, and has been assigned a total of 11 6 PM,

Ofi-Sireet Parking & Loading Requirements: Each parcel will be responsible to meet
off-street parking and loading requirements, with the understanding that dwue to
the vast difference in peak hour uses, each parcel may utilize each other's parking
lots in order to provide overflow parking, as provided for in this PUD. Inthe event
that Parcel A is developed as a multi-family development, shared parking shall not

be allowed.

Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways: Sidewalks will be provided in accordance with the

2010 Comprehensive Plan and the Land Development Procedures Manual as
outlined above.. No trail systems are planned as part of this developiment.
Bicycie _travel lanes will be provided at part of the R.G. Skinner Parkway

Extension.

Stormwater Retention: Stormwater retention design will be permitted in accordance
with all local, state, and federal standards.

Utilities: Potable W-ater, Sanitary Sewer, an Electric_services will be provided by
the JEA. JEA has indicated available capacity to serve this project.
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M. Exemptions: Section 656.805(d) of the Zoning Code requires a distance limitation

of 1.500 feet from an established school or church for the on-premises
consumption of alcoholic beverages. not in conjunction with the service of food.
The distance requirement is reduced to 1,200 feet for the purposes of this PUD to
accommodate both the church and school uses. The existing Radfield PUD
allows certain uses such as restaurants and establishments serving alcoholic
beveraqges. The distance requirement of 1,500 feet will limit the development of
these already permitted uses within the Radfield PUD and is therefore reduced in
this section. 1,200 feet still provides an adequate buffer between the already
permitted uses within the Radfield PUD that may serve alcoholic beverages and
the church and school uses. Celebration is aware of and consents to the reduced

distance limitations.

Land Use Exchanges for Parcel A: As permitted currently within the Radfieild PUD,

land use exchanges are currently available to owners within the Radfield PUD. As

such, Parcel A shall be permitted to exchange any unused development rights
carried forward herein, with the owners of all other parcels within the Radfield

PUD. These land use exchange rates are outlined in Table 1 on the following

page.
