WHEREAS, the Celebration Church of Jacksonville, Inc., and Estuary Corporation, the owners of approximately 189.90( acres located in Council District 13 on R. G. Skinner Parkway between Baymeadows Road East and Campfield Circle (R.E. Nos. 167758-1500 and a portion of 167761-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) and RR (Residential Rural) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) and RR (Residential Rural) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated April 13, 2007 and written description dated June 11, 2007 for the High School AAA/Celebration Church PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit residential, church, and school uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

). PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Celebration Church of Jacksonville, Inc (“Celebration”) and the Estuary Corporation
(“Estuary”) are the owners of two (2) parcels of real property, hereafter referred to as the
“property”, “parcel(s)” or “the subject properties” or “the subject parcels”, located south of
Baymeadows Road East and east of State Road 9A. The properties are legally described
on the attached legal description. (Exhibit 1) The properties comprising this proposed PUD
are a total of 189.90+ acres. 29.47+ acres comprise the Celebration parcel, (which is Parcel
3 of the Radfield PUD, Ordinance 2001-1247-E) and herein also referred to as “Parcel A" or
the "Celebration Parcel”. 160.43+ acres comprise the Estuary Parcel, herein also referred to
as “Parcel B” or the DCPS Parcel.

Celebration together with Duval County Public Schools ("DCPS”) here after referred to as

An elevation plan for all proposed buildings for both Parcel A and B shall be submitted prior to
verification of substantial compliance with the PUD in order to determine compliance with
architectural provisions of this PUD.

While architectural consistency between Parcels A and B shall not be required, architectural
control between the proposed High School and Future K-8 will be required to be maintained by
the DCPS in order to ensure consistency between these two facilities ultimately to be located

upon Parcel B.

Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

(1) Parking Requirements.

Parcels A and B: Parking areas and internal pedestrian paths will be arranged for the
safe and convenient access of pedestrians and vehicles. The number of off-street parking
spaces required shall conform to Section 656.601 et Seq. of the Zoning Code. On-street
parking spaces shall be allowed where the streets can be designed to safely allow street
parking. Shared parking will be allowed where feasible. It is intended that both Parcel A
and B will provide for adequate parking to meet the requirements within Part 6 of the
Zoning Code.

This PUD allows this project to be developed in a more efficient and synergistic manner than would
be possible through the strict enforcement of the Zoning Code, by ensuring the proper buffers,
parking controls and other design criteria are established to allow the development to exist adjacent
to residentially zoned property and to minimize and restrict potential nuisances such as noise,

traffic, and site lighting

This PUD is compatible with the surrounding land uses and will improve the charactenistics of the
surrounding area.

PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A. Consistency with Comprehensive Plan: The future land use category for the parcels within
this proposed PUD is Low Density Residential (LDR). Certain secondary and supporting
non-residential uses are permitted in all residential categories subject to the provisions
of this and other elements of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan. These uses may include
neighborhood supporting recreation_facilities and public_facilities such as schools,
churches, daycare centers, fire stations, etc. In addition, multi-family uses are consistent
in the event that Parcel A is developed as a multi-family development. As such, all of the
proposed uses within the PUD are consistent with the LDR category.

B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management System: Parcel A currently has concurrency
entitlements in place as evidenced by Fair Share Contract Number 30203, recorded in OR
10876 Page 1515, and has been assigned a total of 116 PM, Peak Hour Trips. This is
further evidenced by City Council Resolution 2002-1223-A.

Parcel B will be developed in accordance with the rules of the City of Jacksonville
Concurrency Management System Office (CMSO).

This PUD Application has been assigned City Development Number 7833.

C. Allocation of Residential Land Use 450 Multi-Family Units may be developed on Parcel A
as outlined above, in the event that 150,000 S.F. of institutional use is not developed.

D. Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access: Internal compatibility and vehicular access will be
provided via private driveways and connection driveway(s) between Parcels A and B.

E. External Compatibility/Intensity of Development: The proposed uses are compatible with
surrounding uses. The development intensity is consistent with other institutional uses

and the surrounding uses.

F. Recreation/Open Space. No recreation and open spaces is proposed other than those
recreation and open space uses associated with the main uses of a church and school
campus, described in the allowable uses above. However, in the event that Parcel A is
subdivided and developed as a multi-family development, on-site amenities and open
space criteria_shall be provided as approved by the Planning and Development

Department.
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. Impact on Wetlands Avoidance and Minimization practices will be utilized where feasible
and all wetland impacts will comply with local, state, and federal regulations.

. Listed Species Regulations: A listed species report was completed for this PUD as it is
over fifty (50) acres. A copy is attached.

Off-Street Parking & Loading Requirements: Each parcel will be responsible to meet off-
street parking and loading requirements, with the understanding that due to the vast
difference in peak hour uses. each parcel may utilize each other’s parking lots in order to
provide overflow parking, as provided for in this PUD. In the event that Parcel A is
developed as a multi-family development, shared parking shall not be allowed.

Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways: Sidewalks will be provided in accordance with the 2010
Comprehensive Plan and the Land Development Procedures Manual as outlined above.
No trail systems are planned as part of this development. Bicycle travel lanes will be
provided at part of the R.G. Skinner Parkway Extension.

. Stormwater Retention: Stormwater retention design will be permitted in accordance with
all local, state, and federal standards.

Utilities: Potable Water, Sanitary Sewer, an Electric services will be provided by the JEA.
JEA has indicated available capacity to serve this project.

. Exemptions: Section 656.805(d) of the Zoning Code requires a distance limitation of
1,500 feet from an established school or church for the on-premises consumption of
alcoholic beverages, not in conjunction with the service of food. The distance
requirement is reduced to 1,200 feet for the purposes of this PUD to accommodate both
the church and school uses. The existing Radfield PUD allows certain uses such as
restaurants and establishments serving alcoholic beverages. The distance requirement
of 1,500 feet will limit the development of these already permitted uses within the
Radfield PUD and is therefore reduced in this section. 1,200 feet still provides an
adequate buffer between the already permitted uses within the Radfield PUD that may
serve alcoholic beverages and the church and school uses. Celebration is aware of and
consents to the reduced distance limitations.

. Land Use Exchanges for Parcel A: As permitted currently within the Radfield PUD, fand
use exchanges are currently available to owners within the Radfield PUD. As such,
Parcel A shall be permitted to exchange any unused development rights carried forward
herein, with the owners of all other parcels within the Radfield PUD. These land use
exchange rates are outlined in Table 1 on the following page.
