RESOLUTION 2007-740-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING PASTOR WILLIAM C. BARKER, JR. FOR HIS YEARS OF DEDICATED SERVICE TO THE MINISTRY AND TO KING SOLOMON UNITED BAPTIST CHURCH; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Evangelist William C. Barker was raised in a religious family, the son of Rev. William Cullen Barker, Sr. and Mrs. Rosa Mosley Barker, and was called to the ministry at an early age; and


WHEREAS, after receiving the call to ministry, Pastor Barker began his pastoral experience in 1968 at Julington Baptist Church, then served as pastor of the First New Zion Baptist Church from 1972 through 1976 and of the Mt. Olive Primitive Baptist Church from 1976 to 1980 before founding the King Solomon United Baptist Church on Forest Street where he served as pastor for the next 27 years; and


WHEREAS, Pastor Barker earned a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Philosophy in 1971, a Master of Theology Degree in 1973 from Vernell University, and a Doctor of Divinity Degree in 1979 from Universal Bible Institute; and 


WHEREAS, Pastor Barker also served in Law Enforcement for 28 years as a correctional officer, patrolman, and investigator with the State Attorney’s Office, 4th Judicial District of Florida; and


WHEREAS, Dr. William C. Barker is married to Shelia Watts and is the father of three children Charita, Cheryl, and William C., IV.; and


WHEREAS, Pastor Barker has ministered well and faithfully over a long career of service to his congregations and to the city, and God opened many doors of opportunity for his ministry to be successful over the course of years; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City hereby honors and commends Dr. William C. Barker, Jr. for his many years of dedicated and faithful service to King Solomon United Baptist Church, and thanks him for his dedication to the ministry and his community.  The Council extends its best wishes for every future success.
