Bill Summary: This bill rescinds Ordinance 2003-851-E and de-authorizes an appropriation of $429,304 from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection to the City of Jacksonville to fund monitoring of alternate stormwater best management practices, as initiated by B.T. 07-157.  The bill amends the 2006-2011 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2006-789-E, for the “Environmental Protection Agency Grant” project to remove the project.
Background Information: The Florida Department of Environmental Protection terminated the agreement between the City and FDEP by memorandum of July 14, 2004 for stormwater quality monitoring of sediment because the project could not be completed before the grant expiration date.
Policy Impact: Public Works 
Fiscal Impact: The bill rescinds a previously enacted ordinance that appropriated a $429,304 grant from the State of Florida Department of Environmental Protection.
