Background Information: A portion of Jeana Street, a 50 foot opened and improved right-of-way created by Plat of White City, as recorded in Plat Book 5, Pages 70 and 70A, of the current public records of Duval County, Florida, near the Chaffee Road entrance ramp onto Interstate 10, in Council District 12, is closed and abandoned, and/or disclaimed, as a right-of-way provided, however, there is hereby reserved unto the City of Jacksonville a perpetual unobstructed easement on, over, across, under and through the closed portion of Jeana Street for all utilities, including, but not limited to, water, sewer, electric and drainage.  A $1,500 closure application fee has been paid.  This request was routed to government agencies and any objections have been resolved.
