Number 000378-0000, a right-of-way lying near the intersection of May Street West and Chestnut Street North, in the Town of Baldwin, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto, at no cost, provided, however, there is hereby reserved unto the City of Jacksonville (the “City”) a perpetual unobstructed easement on, over, across, under and through the right-of-way for all utilities, including, but not limited to, water, sewer, electric and drainage.  The subject right-of-way reverted to the City by tax deed.  

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
