ORDINANCE 2007-763-W
An ordinance appropriating $16,561.00 Better jacksonville plan COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 bond funds to provide funding to the BOYS AND GIRLS CLUB OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA, INC. (“The CLUB”), LOCATED AT 313 EAST 10TH STREET, JACKSONVILLE, FL 32206, TO REPAIR AND PAINT THE EXISTING BUILDING AND FOR INSTALLATION OF LIGHT FIXTURES ON THE NORTH AND EAST SIDE OF THE BUILDING; PROVIDING FOR A REVERTER;  FINDING A MUNICIPAL PURPOSE; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE BOND ORDINANCE THAT BOND FUNDS BE USED ON PUBLIC PROPERTY; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENT OF COMPLIANCE WITH CHAPTER 118, PARTS 1, 3, 4 AND 5, ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING FOR PAYMENT ON A REIMBURSEMENT BASIS ONLY; REQUESTING THE MAYOR TO APPOINT A DEPARTMENT TO OVERSEE THE PROJECT; providing an effective date.


WHEREAS, The Boys and Girls Club of Northeast Florida, Inc., (“The Club”) serves nearly 9000 of Jacksonville’s children annually at 11 facilities, each placed strategically to serve those who need them the most; and

WHEREAS, the Club is a research-based, nationally developed youth development program that has been proven to promote leadership, character, health and career development in Northeast Florida’s least advantaged young people; and

WHEREAS, the Club provides homework assistance, tutoring, organized sports and a safe haven for the children; and

WHEREAS, based on the physical, emotional, cultural, social needs and interests of girls and boys attending the Club, the Club provides diversified, research-based program activities in five core areas.  These core service areas serve as the vehicles through which the Club employs their nationally tested, time-proven youth development strategy.  The five core areas are character and leadership development, education and career development, health and life skills, the arts, and sports, fitness and recreation; and

WHEREAS, a summary of the desired outcome for youth at the Club is positive self identity, competency, education, employment, social and emotional, cultural community and civic involvement; health and well being, and moral compass; and

WHEREAS, more than half of Boys & Girls Club alumni surveyed nationally in 1999 said that participating in the Boys & Girls Club “saved their lives”; and

WHEREAS, the Club located on 313 East 10th Street, Jacksonville, FL, needs certain capital improvements including building painting, light fixtures to be installed on the north and east side of the building, and those other improvements included in Exhibit 1 attached hereto; and 

WHEREAS, by enacting this ordinance, the Council is exercising its power and authority to protect the health, safety and welfare of the children of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore,

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2006-2007 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsections (a) to the account(s) listed in subsections (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purposes of the appropriations in this ordinance are to have capital improvement work done at 313 E. 10th Street, Jacksonville, Florida, as demonstrated in Exhibit 1 attached hereto. 
Section 3.  
Finding of Public Purpose.

The City finds The Boys and Girls Club of Northeast Florida’s purpose of providing services as described in this ordinance, to be a valid municipal purpose for which funds should be expended under the bonds.
Section 4. 
Reverter.  Any funds not utilized as provided in this ordinance by September 30, 2007 shall revert to the account of origin. 
Section 5.

Waiving the Requirement that Bond funds be used on public property.  The provisions of Section 106.315, Ordinance Code, requiring that bond funds be used on public property, and any other ordinance to such effect, are hereby waived.

Section 6.

Waiving Compliance with Chapter 118, Ordinance Code.  The applicable provisions of Chapter 118 (Miscellaneous Appropriations), Ordinance Code, Parts 1, 3, 4 and 5 are hereby waived to allow for the expenditure of the funds described herein, for the purposes described herein, on a reimbursement basis.
Section 7.

Funds Paid by Reimbursement.  The funds appropriated herein shall only be expended and paid upon proof that the improvements identified in Exhibit 1 have been satisfactorily completed and have been paid for in full.
Section 8. 
Appointment of Oversight Department; Payment on Reimbursement Basis. The Mayor is requested to appoint the Community Services Department (or successor) to oversee the expenditure of the funds appropriated herein. All funds shall be paid on a reimbursement basis only after proof of performance by the Club’s contractors, and payment by The Club.
Section 9.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
